America Sadly Entangled With

A RESULT OF THE
RECIPROCITY TREATIES.

GOVERNMENT WILL HAYE A DIG
BILL TO PAY.

Bealde It. the Dering Son Clnims|
Will Appenr Trivial In Amount—
Stops Taken Looking (o nn Enrly
Setilement of the EManford Esinte
Embarassment Caused By the Sult
ol the Attorney-Generenl,

Washington, Aug. 24.—A secret has
leaked out from diplomatie cfrcles to
the e¢ffect that our ghvernment has be-
tome sadly ehntangled with one of the
Cepleal Amerlcan republlcs as o result
of the reciprocity treaties and will have
a bill to pay, besldes which the Baring
s¢a clalms will appear trivial in amount.

The country in guestion is the United
States of Columbiie, one of the Central
Amerlean republics which steadily re-
fussd all efforts of the state depurt-
ment to induce it to become a party |
tn one of these reclproclity treatles.
Maoreover, when her sister republics and
Spuin (as to Cuba dnd Porto Rico) be-
gan to ship thelr products duty free to
the United Statas under the terms of!
their new treaties, Colombla clnimed
the same exempiion for her staples—
hides, coffee, sugars and molasses,

The state department rejected this
elaim, ws It was obligad to do, else tha
whole fabric of treatles woulll have
fallen, the United Btates belng able to
offer no Inducements.

Colombia persisted In her claim and
pointed to the treaty of 1546, which
declires that the Colomblans shall not
be amsessid any duty upon their pro-
ducts imported into the United States
higher than on like articles Imppried
from' any other forelgn country. That
meant, they contend, if the =taples
above mentloned entered the United
States free from Brazil and Cuba, they
should entsr (res from Colombia, also,
regardless of reciprocity treaties. They
have never abated this contention;
many letters have been ¢xchanged on
the subject, and at last the United
States has been obliged to admit the
strength and corréctness of the Colom-
bisn posltion,

This being done, It follows that the
government must refund to importers
the damounta they have pald in dutles |
on Ceolombian products which should
have been free, or admitted at lower
rales

Just what the totnl will nmount to,
no one can tell at préesent, but sieps are
