We have received from thfc Inter
National Religious Library association
some pamphlets and lea rIlets concerning
the objects of the association and con
talrilng accounts of several cases in
which otherwise estimable persons are
1n prison for violating tie Sunday laws
of the states or countries in which they
reside

The purpose of the society is to pro ¬

mote perfect religious liberty and to
obtain the abrogation of laws which
infringe upon it In a general way
we sympathize with the work of the
association becaue we believe that the
right to worship according to the dic-
tates

¬

of conscienceand the right ta abI
I stainfrom any kind of wprship should
Ibe secured to every living soul But
in some respects we regard the doings
of the association as mistaken

We will not go into thedetails of the
cases set forth in the printed matter

I before us The same principle affectsI
I them all Men are suffering the penal-
ties

of law for working on Sunday in
violation of statutes stii in fores That
is the whole complaint and Chat Is what
the society protests against

Most of the persons who art in troube
oil this account are what are called
Seventh day Adventists They hold as
a distinctive tenet of their faith that
the seventh day is the Sabbath and
that therefore the observance of the
first day of the week commonly called
Sunday or the Lords Day is a re¬

Hglous error They keep Saturday as
the Sabbath and do as they pease on
Sonday

It will be obssrved that in no case
complained of as intolerant bigoted
and unjust is the defendant pun
ished for observing the Seventh day
as the Sabbath Nor is it claimed that
the law interferes with that obsarvance
The religious liberty of the Adventists
then is not infringed in that particular
They may make any day the Sabbath
which they see fit to choose

But they are not content with that
liberty They want to work on the
day whidh the majority have estab-
lished

though the law forbids working on that
day Here is where their trouble comes
in and it is largely of their own making
Because they choose to keep Sabbath
on Saturday they are not obliged to
work and thus break the law on Sun¬

dayThey

controversy is concerned The majority-
rule as to law The law forbids un-
