The gavotte and the bourree can be
variously assigned to Spain and France
for their origin but the jig homely
appellation caa be clearly traced to
a most respectable antiquity In the
fourteenth and fifteenth centuries the
name was variously writtea gigue
giga and geig and signified simply

the fiddle dance from the German
gelgej a violin We hear of these
gigues or fiddle dances as earlyas
the days of the wandering minstrels
the peculiarity of them being an en¬

tire license of step BO that the most
untalented performer could join in
They became fashionable among the
Upper classes at the Watteau fetes of
Louis XVs time but were naturally
danced with considerably more ele-
gance

than their primitive form re-
quired They still retained however
their miscellaneous character and far
from any symmetry of motion being
demanded the gigue was not correctly
executed unless several varietiesof step
were represented among the dancers
it was in fact a medley

We can scarcely over estimate the
influence of Lully the chef dorchestre-
of Louis XIV on the art of dancing
His bantl which was known as the
twentyfour violins was required to
furnish all the music for the fetes and
balls of the brilliant court to which it
was attached The gavotte and the
bourree have been ascribed to him but
probably without reason The cotil ¬

lon however has a more legitimate
claim to such a paternity and most
likely was at least perfected in the
brilliant ballrooms of Versailles
