Horrors of the Accident Increased-
By nFire AVhich Broke Out and
Burned l Day Casualty Due to
the Fact That While the Walls
Were Condemned They Were
Used in Order to Save a Few
Dollars LIWM Were Inadequate

Wheeling W Va April 9At
twenty minutes past 8 oclock this
morning the south wall of the four
story brick block of Hutchison Com-
pany

on the corner of Main street
and the alley south of Twelfth col ¬

lapsed without warning
Next north of it was Chapman

Son who were just finishing a festory brick block to be used as a paint
glass and building supply store and
they had already stored in it about
14000 worth of stock and were doing

business there Hutchinson Co
deal in hardware saddlery and wagon
supple and the building was packed-
full of goods The wall on the alley
first fell out pulling with it the par¬

tition wan betwen Hutdhinson and
Chapmans The crash of the falling
buildings was terrific and soon drew
thousands to the scene The horror-
of the accident was increased by a
fire which broke and as thereoutwere large quantities of oil turpen-
tine and the like in Chapman Sons
the situation was hard to meet

Four employees were caught in the
Hutchinson ruin

The first three have not been found

and are doubtless dead Ford was res-
cued and may recover

Chicago April 9John Graham who
became famous some years ago in con ¬

nection with the alleged attempt to fix
the Cronin jury and who after his indict-
ment

left the city and forfeited his ball
has been discoveredIn Salt Lake city by-

It was about five years ago that Grham Al Hanks Bailiff Salomon and L I
Smith were indicted for conspiracy
Shortly after the indictrfent of Hanks
Salomon and Smith squealed Graham
left the city in haste and has been away
ever since In the meantime the prison-
ers

¬

charged with the CronIn murder were
convicted Subsequently the supreme
court of the state reversed the conviction-
and granted a new trial for error in the
admission of evidence

Bourke and OSullivan died in the peni-
tentiary

¬

before the decision was handed
down but Coughlin availed himself of the
new trial and ho was acquitted The
principal witness against Graham was
Smith who about two years ago became
the chief instrument in the manufacture-
of wholesale perjury by means of which
fire insurance companies were swindled-

On the fourth of the present month a

John Graham in Salt Lake but the forer wellknown ChIcagoan was so changed-
