Peace has at last been restored in
local insurance circles and tariff rates
which have gone glimmering for the
past even and ahalf months will be
restored this morning All of the mem-
bers of the board of fire underwriters
which includes the representatives of
the Home and Phoenix the two com-

panies

insurance circles since the first of the
year have met and fraternized
General Manager Maglll of the
companies named arrived in the city
yesterday morning and during the af-
ternoon

committee from the board went to
San Frauclsco recently for the purpose-

grcund that he was on his way ease
to New York and Hartford for the
purpose of consulting with the powers
that be In the afternoon however
the atmosphere cleared very materi

w ally and at the meeting of the local
board which commenced at 4 oclock
the announcement was made that Mr
Magiii would sign the compact for
the Home and Phoenix Then followed

I the arrangement of the necessary de
tails of the agreement and the session
of the board lasted for several hours
The attendance of underwriters was
heavy and it required some time to
adjust matters in a satisfactory man-
ner

This work was accomplished
however before the board adjourned

J and all of the differences of the past
went into the background The Home
of Utah last night wired Its agencies
to write no more business at cut rates

This rather precipitate action on
the part of the Home and Phoenix
rather surprised many of the local
agents who had reached the conclu ¬

sion that ma tters were not yet ripe for
a Hull adjustment Mr Magill was
evidently satisfied however after
making a lull personal examination of
the local situation that nothing would
be gained by longer continuing the
fight hers in Utah and for this rea-
son

receive savings deposits have come to
the front with their agreement to meet
the reduction but It Is anticipated that

J the change goes late effect
v It is argued by these banks which

have decided to make the reductiont that they are unable to longer con-

tinue the payment of 5 per cent with
cheap eastern money flooding the
local market The Investments are so
scaly just at this time that the great
est caution must be exercised in mak-
ing

loans For this reason considerable
Idle money is always in the vaults of
the institutions and the earnings are
In consequence materially reduced Al ¬

though the first announcement of the
prospective change was made some
time ago there have been no signs of
adverse sentiment on the part of the
depositors and it is not anticipated
that the cut in the interest will make
any difference to them As a matter
of fact the earnings of the usual de-

posits
