cast anelHI Andrew Johnson the owner j

his vesselKt builtsave was
in 1S38 and ordered out a small boat
manned by three sailors and tried to
reach shore in a tug A lingo breaker ovre
trne the boat when about a mile from

Johnson failed to reach the boat
and last night his body lay alone and
unattended on tile sands waiting a cor-
oners verdict The three men stuck to
the boat and succeeded in making shore
CJOtain V eede stayed by the ship wth
the two sailors They were rescued by the
South Chicago life savers after midnight
after four hours hard work
