This announcement did
not cause the consternation it would
have done a year ago, but the mem-
bers of the sanitary committee told
the doctor to Investigate and if the re-
port was found to be trus, to take sieps
to prevent the ice from belng sold in
thizg clty.

The committee on sewers had the
matter of the protest of the salt men
against the dumping of sewage into the
Jordan or the loke, filed on Tuesday
evening, before 1t., The question was
debated pro and con for some time,
the debate taking a latitude extending
from Davis county to the lower line of
White inke,

It was the sense of the commitice
that the salt men be alowed to go
aliead; that if they wanted to enjoin
then let them and be done with It
The most Important point in the dis-
cussion wes a3 to the probability of
the county court of Davis county peg-
mitting the construction of an open
ditch from the sewer outlet to the
river.
