By an Error, 830,000 in Coort Cortifi-
ontes Were Altowel to Remain
Uneaneclled—>Alxo 025 in Bond
Coupons Which Had BDeen Paid—
Eaimminers Make Some Pertinen:
Suggestions Wilh Reference to the
Treasurer's Gfice and the Univer-
wity Hookkeeping.

The report of the speclal examiners,
Messras. R I Anderson and Clarence
Mursh, who were appeinted undes the
nprovisi of house capcurrent resali-
tion Nu, 7 (b examine the nccounts of
state offices and Institbtions, was sub:
mitted th the houss yesterday.

The rmport shows an ertor 10 huve
been made by which a considerable
amolint bf court certificates recelyved
by the collsctor for taxes wers never
cancelled, ax well as uncazcalled bond
coupons to the amount of 5,525 which
had besn pald,

In the treasurer’s office, as well as in
the manggement of the state university,
discrepancies were found which caused
the examiners to make somg recoms
mendations. _

Fallowing are the interesting partionsg
af the report fn the language of the
exHminers:

AUDITOR OF FPUBLIC ACCOUNTS,

We have carefully checked, eompared

|and thoroughly asudited the accounts

entire of the territorinl anditor, and ac-
eording to hix hooks find them to be
eorrect, and alsn find  vouchers 'and
authority of law for all the credits en-
torad un, but untll the hooks of the
apriculiural college, the reform schodl
and the insane asgylum are checked up,
it will be Imphesible to say that the
nuditor's haoks agres with thelrs or
thut they ngree with his, so far as the
warranl= releemed are concerned; bi-
sauss, we found in checking us the
book kept by K. Plerce, seeretary of
the university, that the amount of war-
rants redeemed during 1584 and 1805
was $2.087.30, whereas the territortal
treasurer’'s megount in the ledegée of
the auditor of publle accounts, shows
that the university of Utsh during 1804
and 1805 had warrants redesmed to the
amount of $47.750.00, & difference of
$24.695.70 cash, which can be explalned

In checking up tha court eertificates,

|of  the four Judicial districts, which

were rpceived on taxes . and turned
in by the terrltorldl treasurer, anid
which amountad to $108,572.25, we found
some E30,000 of these certificates which
wers not canpelled; we took the Hberty
of cancelling each and every one of
them so that they eould not get into
the hands of Innocent purchasers and
agaln be received for the payment of
taxes: Thow are not nunbered, and a
great many were not pegistered, no
marks of any kind being uynon them,
