ANTI-CELVELAND.

The Democratie Conventlon Held in
Denver.

DENVER, April 15—The Demo-
cratic state convention held here to-
day, after adopting a free sliver plat-
form and electing one delegate at
large ndjourned to 7:30 o'clock tonight.

It was mn anti-administration con-
vention throughout. Temporary Chalr-
man McAllney of Pueblo, made a strong
silver specch, as dld permanent Chalr-
man Judge Royal, of the samsa clty.
The latter, after making a long and
sincera plea in faver of the white
metal at the ratlo of 16 to 1, enlogized
Senators Vezt and Coclerell, of Mis-
souri, and other prominent silver ad-
wvoeates of the east. When he men-
tioned the name of ex-Congressman
Bland the delegates applasuded and
cheered.

The platform, which was unanimous-
1y adopted, deals with no other ques-
tion but that of the monetary lssue
and favors Ires coinage at the ratio of
16 to 1. The platform is-as follows:

The Democratic party ©of Colorado
pledges Its unwavering devotlan to all
the principles of the Demooratic faith
as laid down by Thomas Jefferson and
Andrew Jackson., Belleving that the
evils that now oppress the people are
the diréct result of & departure from
the true principles of Democracy; that
the policy Inaugurated by the Repub-
lienn party for the contraction of the
currency, and for many yeurs coon-
tinuad by it to the gradual and cer-
tain Impoverishment of the people, in
the face of steadfast apposition from
the Demooratle party, but adopted snd
approved by the politleal ndministra-
tion has resulted in the creation of an
enormous bonded debt In o period of
profound peace, visiting a  deadly
bilght on every Industry and carrying
diseouragement and dismay into the
household. of every wealth producer In
tlza land; that theére never can be a
condition of general welfare until the
volume of a sound and stable currency
is equul to the demantd of [ndustrixl
anl commercial pursuite; that the first
stap in this direction should be the im-
medigte restoration of silver to the
place It occupled In the currency of tha
world for cénturisg previous to 1573

W= therefore favor the immediate
restoration of the free and uniimited
coinage of gold and sllver at the pres-
ent'legal ratio of 16 to 1 as such eoln-
nge existed prior to 1873 without await-
ing for the sid or consent of any other
nation, such gold and stiver to be o full
legal tender for all debis publle and
privats,

who was elected delegate at large by
acclumation, addressed the cnnvention
and hls remarks regarding the action
of the Colorsdo delegatlon ot the Chi-

or Boston postofice for counting, all
artcies for delivery In New Found-
land, Saint Pierre and Miguslon, and
to, San Franclsco, Cal, or Tacoma,
Wash,, all artlcles for Japan, China,
Hawail and the Australian colonies,
All closed mall sacks or packages ad-
dressed to the New York and San
Francisco postmasters recelved from
Canada or Mexico In rallway postal
cars during the eounting period will be
forwarded 2o those offices in the acl.

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and 1837. The fact that the silver was
put Into the form of a coin and made
legal tender the same as gold, and that
both dollars were declared to be worth
100 cents each, did not Increase the
value of the $714 grains of sliver to
any extent whatever,
THE PEOPLE

could not be decsived by mers words
printed in & statute; they soon learnad
that the metal contsined In the silver
dollar vas not equal i value to the
metal contained in the gold dollar, and
they pald silver to their creditors and
‘hoarded the gold or sent it out of the
coumtry.”

In 1854 congress determined to re-
store gold to the circulation and so
the ratio was changed 4o 16 to 1. This
was a slight overvaluation of guld, and
immediately the situation was revensed.
Stiver fied from the country and gold
came in. Early in 1852 congress, maost
unwissly in my opinion, authorized the
Issue of legal tender paper to clreulate
@3 money, and ithe vsual and inevitable
result followed.

GOLD CEASED TO BE USED

deprecinted currency worth at times
less than 50 cents on the dollar, Later
on fractional paper currency was au-

“After the war, when it was dater-
mined to change the character of our
currency again by the resumption nf
specle payments, the lpw was snaocted
four years in advance of the time when
i was to lake effect, in order that
ample opportunity might be afforded
10 adjust the husiness of the peops ta
ihe altered ponditions.

for another quarter of a century, or
perhaps longer, to raise your wages
in & deprecinted curremey to a point
which will enable you to purchase with
‘them as much of the necessaries of
Ilfe as you can purchase now; and if,
after years of contentlon, privation and
industrial ‘disorder, you should at law
suceeed in S0 adjusting wages that
they would procure at the higher prices
of ecommodities just what they wil
procure now at the existing prices,
what would you have gained by the
change from the oid to the new condi-
tlons?"

The speaker ithen quoded from the re-
port af a sub-commiltes of the com-
mlttee on finance of the senate sub-
mitied March 3, 1833, on the course
of prices of labor and the various ar-
ticles of geneéral consumption during a
period of fifty-two years, Including the
time when specie payments were aban-
doned after the beginning of the civil
war. In 1852

THE WAGES OF LABOR,

pald in deprecimted paper, were less
than 3 per cent higher In paper than
when pald In gold, but the prices of the
222 articles used by the laborers and
other people in ‘the maintenance of
their familles were nearly 18 per cent
higher than they were when pald in
£old."”

In 1863, he said, the price of labor
had Increased 103 per eent and other
prices 49 per ecenl. In 1564 the advances
were 26% and 0L respectively; in 1565
they wene 43 and 117 par cent. He fur-
ther called adtention to the fact that
durlng these yedrs ithe government, by
fis army and navy, had withdrawn
hundreds of thousands of men from
competition in the lahor of the coun-

try.

The secretary quoled from a fonth-
coming reponrt of the United States
minister at Santiago on the history of
the money of Chill for the pusi twenly
years and iis relations to the wages of
the laboring people, which shows that
the nverage received by the laborers of
nortihern Chill, where wages are high-
est, will buy but abowt half what it
would twenty years ago.

SILVER IN JAPAN.

Referring to the fadt that Japan is a
gilver using country, he says:

“The Japanese sllver yon {8 worth a
little l=ss thanp 50 cents in our money,
and when ithe wages of lahor, pald in
ithis deprecinted coin, are reduced to
our standard of value, they appear so
insignificant that it is dfffioult t0 un-
derstand how Ithe people who receive
the miserable pittance can live and
maintain their families. The average
dally earnings of a bricklayer amount
‘to 82 cends; blacksmiths, carpenters and
cabinet makera receive 30 cents; com-
positors in prioNng oilices;, 28 cemis;

turers of certaln kinds of goods in this
country cannot continue to pay their
laborers high wages in gold or lts
equivilent and compete successfully in
the markets abroad with the manu-
facturars of similar goods in sliver
standard countries, who pay thelr la-
borers low wages in depreciatad silver,
and therefore they insist that a mone-
tary system ghall be adapted here
which will give them the advantage
of paying for thelr labor In depreciated
silver, The theory Is that with free
colnage of legal tender sllver the
wages of this country would be paid
in silver dollars worth asbout halt as
much as gold dollars, but

THE PRODUCTS OF LABOR

which would belong to the employer
would be sold for gold In the markets
atrond, and the gold thus obtained
could be exchanged for silver at about
the rate of ane dollap in gold for two
dollars In silver; and thus the pro-
cess would go on, the employer get-
ting gold of full value and the laborer
getiihg depreclatéd silver, which, In
the opinion of these gentlemen, would
be a most happy solution of this ques-
tlon. If the Interests of labor are to
he left entirely out of consideration,
and if It wers not reasanably certain
thet a sudden revolution in our mone-
tary system would at once arrest the
progress of all our Industries and pro-
duce almost universal bankruptey, this
scheme to make the employer very rich
and the laborer very poor might be
worthy of strious consideration; but
the American laborer has a right to

DEMAND PAY FOR HIS WORK

in as good maney &8 the employer re-
colved tor his products in any part
of the world, and when he surrenders
this right he is dopmed to the same
fata that has alrendy overtaken his
brothers in the silver standard eoun-
trieg; It §s but simple justice to =ay
in this connectlon that the great body
of emplayers, a vast majority of the
men who have emborked their capital
in Industrial enterprises and are re-
lying for zuccess upon thelr skill and
energy in the prosecution of, thelr
business. dn not want the present
standard of value overthrown, becausa
they Know thit the establishment of
sliver monometalliam would he ruinous
o them.”

The speaker then went on to show
that $1,810,597,000 now held in savings
Banke in the United States (most of
it deposited by lboring people), as well
as the hundreds of milllons deposited
in other hanks, bullding associations
and other institutions, and the billions
represented by lfe insurance policies
would shrink to one-half by the adop-
tion of free coinage of silvar. This he
arghied would not only put 8 hardship

but would have a tendency to dis-
courages the apirit of savings that is
now becoming so prevalent.

“RBut,' sald he, “¥ frea and un-
limted coinage of legal tender silve
at the ratio of 16 to 1 15 establishe:
in this country, a very large part of
the money deposited in these various
kinds of savings institutions will not
even be repaid In depreciated silver,
but will be wholly lost, hecause such
a recklesa manetary systam would pra-
cipitate a fAnancial panie, which very
few, If any, of the deposttories could
survive. I doubt that there ls a single
finanelal institution in the country that
could sustain the pressurs that would
ha immediately made upon it by its
depositors and other erediors, when it
became apparent that our standard of
value was to be lowered and our cur-
rency depreciated by free  colnage.
Payvment of all our pbligations held
abroad would be

DEMANDED IN GOLD AT ONCOEL

Every Investment of foreign capital in
this country would be instantly with-
drawn; every man who owad a debt
at home or abroad would be ecalled
upon to pay it all depositors In hanks
and oither institutlons would want to
withdraw their money at the same
time; ne loans could he nesotinted,
and no credit would be given, because
no man would lend money or sell pro-
penty on time whan he knsew with ab-
solute certainty that he would be paid
in a depreciated currency. Creditors
would nol walt for the actual passage
of & fres colnage law, but as aoon as
such ‘a measure had receivad the ap-
prival of the people at an election
they would demand thelr money, and
{f not pald they would enforce |ts col-
lection by judieial procesdings and the
forced sale of property. It is ume-
Iess for you and me or anyhody else
to say that depositors in banks and
other eraditors ought not to pursue this
course

WHEN A CRISIS COMES,

or s apprehended, for they alwarys
thave pursued It, and always will, un-
less human nature itself should be
changed.

“Less than three years agn you saw
our financial, commeraial and indus-
trinl affairs violently disturbed by the
fear that the government would not
be able Lo maintain gold payments,
and 'that our currency would descend
to a silver basis. Yon ssw the opera-
tions of Industry Interrupted, banks
failing, great ocommercial houses un-
able to meet their obligations, credit
seriously Impalred, miils and factories
closed and thousands of laborers
thrown out of employment, and a stats
of panic and business disorder prevail-
ing In every part of the country. If a
mere doubt ns 4o the kind of money
we intended to use produced these dis-
tressing resulis, what think you would
be the probable consequences of a de-
liberate determination on the part of

liem as a permanant system? The
imagination can scarcely conceive tha
fmmediately follow the announcemeant
of such a pollcy, np‘d I will not at-
Roberts Is Hismsed.
