Handled Each Day

A hasty trip to Fort Steele Monday
showed that little town to be full of busi ¬

ness Sixty sheep shearers were at work-
in the Cosgriff Bros pens at the old gov-

April 20th and had been steadily at work
since that date and were hauling 6000
sheep a day Fifteen carloads of wool
had been shipped east by Monday noon
and an estimate showe that about 40000
more sheep sheared before

When a homeless unknown dies and
is buried there may be no mourners
and no tears yet even then their ab ¬

sence seems incongruous and pitiful
But here where half the seats were

no tears to be shed for the good fight
that had been fought or the faith that
had been kept

And yet some expressed and all felt
