There is an apparent Hibernicism in
the declaration that from him that
hath not shall be taken away even
that which ne natn out a more care-
ful

reading shows the deeper meaning
The man with one talent hid it in the
earth He no longer had it because he
failed to use it and the unused power
was taken from him No law in na ¬

ture is more sure than this The un ¬

used muscle atrophies the leafless
tree withers and decays the inactive
intellect loses tone and fineness and
the neglected moral nature becomes
weak demoralized and worthless The
first difficulty with the man of one
talent was that he failed to use the
power which was given him for use
His miserable failure was not due to
the fact that he had but the one talent
The mam with two talents did as well
in proportion as the man with five
and this law of proportionate responsl
bility runs through all life The fail-
ure of the man with one talent was
that of all who through slothfulness
or distrust of the powers they have
neglect to develop what has been en¬

trusted to them for wisp uses
A still greater fault of the nan with

one talent was that he withheld it
from circulation among the currency
of the land Burled in the ground It-

had no connectionAvith great world
of traffic and hence novalue It was
literally dead capital Many men treat
their own mental moral and social
powers in the same way In all the
more vital relationships of life they
isolate themselves from humanity
Through sluggishness cowardice sus-
picion

¬

or selfishness they withhold the
genuine coin of their natures from
circulation and are contented to bury
their talent in the mean soil of an
isolated and selfcentered life Arid
the dqom of the parable is the natural
result Human life has no signifi-
cance

¬

or value except as it comes into

i S

vital relations with the common life
It is like a telegraphic instrument
with its connecting wires all cut

This is true not only with individ-
uals

¬

but also with organized societies
The great value of the churches to
mankind is their opportunity to develop
the spirit of our common brotherhood
and thus to eradicate the power of sel ¬

fishness and greed When thy fall
to do this they fail to reach their
noblest possibilities and the criticism
of the socialist becomes deserved and
true Their power of doing good is
taken from them because they have
failed to conduct their activities with
the great universal needs of the race
because they have secluded themselves
within their own narrow selfish and
isolated interests

But the supreme cause of failure
of the man with one talent is that in
separating himself from the common
interests and activities of mankind he
fails to recognize the central principle
of the unity of life No individual life
can hope to realize its fullest possi-
bilities

until it comes into conscious
relationship with the infinite life

Socalled Atheism is merely a pro¬
test against idolatry Men are called
Atheists and even call themselves
Atheists when what is meant is that
they refuse to worship a manmade
idol whether the idol be manufac ¬

tured out of wood or stone or words
But Atheism if such there be in the
sense of absolute isolation from all
possible relationship with a higher
power would mean the suicide of the
