cumulate on the farm to dust you know
you have a genuine article Mr Malket
says after numerous trials between what-
is called green bones with all the marrow
and fat in them and dry hone he found
the dry bone raised the best crops Of all
the matters which bones are composed
there is not a single particle which is not-
a direct constituent or food for plants
Thus wo see when we reduce them to
available food it is all good

Now it is but little trouble to have
barrels placed conveniently to receive
the ashes from the house and you will
find that it takes but little time to collect-
all bones both large and small that are
lying about the farm giving it an un-
sightly

appearance Do not be afraid
of them A man that is too nice to take
hold of bones will not make much pro-
gress in farming Save all the beef and
hog bones when killed Put a good layer-
of ashes at the bottom of a barrel then
a layer of bones and so on until nearly
full then fill vith ashes Keep the
mass wet but not enough to leach Use
soapsuds if convenent Do not suffer
the mass to freeze as the progress will
stop vhile frozen While dissolving bones
with Ashes is a stow process it is simple
and rvquires no great care and while
you arts about your farm work you are
making fertilizers that are valuable Not-

or third swarms from a given hive
which come later and are smaller or by
substituting young queens for those
which come with the swarms

colonies working in the supers

COMB FOUNDATION

I Comb foundation is one of the things
that have come into use in the lastt quarter of a century As its name im¬

t plies it serves as a foundation on
which the bees may build comb Itlf must be made of pure beeswax Other
materials have been tried but after
being submitted to the bees they have
always come to griefI A thin board is well soaked with Iwater then it is dipped in hot wax
and speedily withdrawn when a thin
coating of wax will be found adheringT-
O it If a thicker sheet is wanted a
second dipping is made and several
dippings may be made to get a heavy
sheet of wax

The sheet of wax is stripped from
the dippingboard and run through a
foundation mill This is a machine
that looks the least bit like a clothes
wringer consisting of two metal rollers
with embossed surfaces and so nicely

sheet of wax is run through in thet same way that a towel is run through

f a clothes wringer it comes out the ex-
act

I Worker cells measure five to the inch
and drone cells are so much larger
that they measure four to the inch
When bees are left to their own de-
vices

a considerable part of the comb-
in the hive will be dronecomb Every
egg laid In dronecomb will produce a
drone and its a rather expensive bus-
iness

to raise a lot of big lazy fellows
that not only bring in nothing to add
to the stores of the hive but do not
even scratch for their own living For-
a drone never visits a flower to secure
the nectar therefrom but flies around
out doors to work up an appetite then
comes into the hive and helps himself
to the honey that has been stored up
by his industrious sisters the workers

You see not only do the drones use
up the stores of the hive but it takes
no small amount to rear them from the
eggs and every two drones raised take
the place of about three workers that
would be raised if all the comb were
of worker size

a press and in Germany several tljou
sand such presses are in use The wax
may be sheeted In the same way as for
the mill and then pressed between-

or injure the grain This was the com ¬

pletion of the butter
This was the work of Mr W A

Chappell who is the winner of many
prizes and is the champion butter
maker of England This gives in
brief the latest method of making-
fine butter the principal points being
the extreme cold temperature and the
exceeding speed of the operation A
disc churn was used which is described-
as a disc revolving very rapidly inside-
of the cream which throws the cream-
to the outer edge and causes the sepa-
ration of the fat globules very quickly
and rapidly

Any of the modern dash churns made-
in this country should do nearly as
well if turned more rapidly than is our
custom This idea of churning at such
a low temoerature is a new wrinkle
but Is approved by all of our highest
dairy authorities Now while the
weather is warm is a good time to try
this method to see if it will improve
the quality of your butter The cream
should be ripened from sweet to slight-
ly

CULTIVATION VS IIUUGATIOX

In dry seasons the conservation of
moisture in the soil becomes a ques ¬

tion of paramount importance to every
irrigation farmer The condition of
the soil and needs of whatever is
growing upon it should be carefully
studied Too much water is used by amajority of irrigators in the orchard
and garden and more harm resultfrom a too free use of it than from too
little In a word everything beyond-
a legitimate use is an abuse and this
will be better understood in a few
years than it is now This much is cer-
tain

¬

that the continuous soaking of
land or crop is sure to result in in ¬

jury
Much depends on cultivation Often-

a thorough stirring of the soil is agood if not better than an irrigation-
One method of attracting moisture
which is most effective but which is
often lost sight of is by means of a
thorough stirring of the soil Deep
plowing means protection against
drouth frequently where shallow turn-
ing

¬

of the soil would mean failure In
fact judicious cultivation calls to aid
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the two great forces operating In the
distribution and diffusion of moisturegravitation and capillary attraction
How often have we seen certain grow ¬

ing crops that were parched and
shriveled by lack of moisture fully re ¬

stored by a thorough stirring of the
soilThe error is often made of assuming-
that the sole object sought by the hoe
and cultivator is to arrest the growth
of weeds The statement is not in ¬

frequently heard that this or that
crop is free from weeds and hence
needs no cultivation The person who
grows his crop with this understanding-
is pretty certain to be disappointed in
results Except in rare cases and
under unusual conditions nothing can
compensate for the lack of good culti-
vation

one should know the soil he is work-
ing

Different soils manifestly require
different treatment Moisture is dif-

better than in others
