City Engineer Kelsey was commenced

The prosecution so far has presented-
a rather weak case Mr Kelsey as

tracts in superintending the work Au-

to the charge that the city engineer
had used improper influence with the
board of public works in the awarding-

Aft r considerable debate as to the

manner of procedure a motion by Dale-
to eliminate portions of the charges
which referred to the letting of con¬

tracts a matter with which the coun-
cil

and board of public works only can
be held responsible was defeated and
Mr Wilkersons testimony was taken

Wilkerson went on to state that his
first bid on the Fifth South street
sewer was 819563 Mr Kelsey had
told him the bid was too high and
would recommend to the board that it
be rejected The city engineer he said
showed much feeling in the mater A
short time afterwards Mr
made a second bid for 548018 and was
awarded the contract The city engi-
neer

¬

made no estimate in the first
place and the whole thing showed the
engineers incompetency-

When the work finally was com ¬

menced Mr Kelsey was instrumental
in delaying I The stakes would be
pulled out the inspectors who were
acting under the instructions of the
city engineer and on several occasions-
he had to suspend work for several
days Water was constantly present in
the sewer trench necessitating delay
of work several days at times and
keeping pumps going day and night
The greatest amount of water was be ¬

tween Second and Third East On one
occasion the water raised almost over
the pipe The contractor could have
had the water pumped out in a few
hours but when I was ready to go-
on with the work witness went on
I discovered that the man Mr Kel ¬

sey employed as private detective spy
and inspector had stolen the stakes
and we were unable to go on with the
work The delay cost me 300

Mr Wilkerson said that while the
monthly estimates were to be made at
the end of each month he often had to
wait for two months and then they
were only rendered for 60 per cent of
the work done The estimate for May
was rendered August 20 and those for
June and July were rendered August
24 Out of the July estimate Mr Kel ¬

sey deducted 88928 for pipe which
was to be paid for out of the final es-

timate
¬

He told Chairman Doremus
about it and he said it was a breach
of contract

The city engineer compelled him to
lay short pipe and lay it dry The
proper way was to put in the mortar
first but the engineer would not per-
mit this but insisted it should be laid
dryAs to the other items he had em¬

bodied in the charges Mr Wilkerson
knew nothing of his own knowledge-
but said he would be able to present
sufficient proof-

Concluding he said hehad finished
the Fifth South street sewer strictly
according to specifications There was
now but one and a half inches of clear
water running through the sewer and
this was an advantage rather than a
detriment The water was constantly
receding and if sewage had been turned

in it would have stopped all Iqakage
The city engineer be said did not
know enough about practical sewer
work to permit the work beIng done
properly Had the mortar been put into
the work first the sewer would have
been water tight

On crossexaminatlon by Mr Zane
Mr Wilkerson admitted that he did
several things in direct violation of the
letter of the contract because it
would save him some tnones He did
not consider the contract violated be¬

cause he did the work better than if
the suggestions of the city engineer or
the contract had been followed out The
city pipe he used from Sixth to Teijth
East and the leaks were between
Sixth and Seventh East The con ¬

tract specifically provided that the pipe
should be laid dry the sritcess kneW
about it but insisted it should be done
otherwise The contract provided that
in all controversies arising concerning
the work the city engineers decision
should be taken as fliyU The reason
lola second bid on the Fifth South
street sewer was so much lower was
because thirteen manholes and three
blocks of pipe were excluded front the
advertisement for the second bid

As to water clogging up the puvnps
Mr Wilkers6n stated it was caused by
pebbles-

Yes rejoined Mr Zane this water
which you said was so clear and pure
clogged up your pumps

Well pebbles dont make water
dirty replied Wilkerson

Now Mr Wilkerson why did you
order one of your men to stop up the
pumps

Why you must take me for a fool
No I dopt think you are a fool
Well then you must thipk I am a

knave or a rascal replied the con¬

tractor somewhat heatedly
Well as to the last there might be

two constructions
Mr Wilkerson said the contract pro ¬

vided that the sewer should be made
water tight but in falling to snake it
water tight he did not consider the
contract violated No sewer could be
made perfectly water tight

As to the deduction front the July es¬
timate for pipe he stated that the con ¬
tract expired on July 1 The inference
from this was that the city engineer
did the proper thing regarding the de ¬
duction of the amount

After A H Snow had testified Con ¬
tractor A L Hobson was placed on
the stand and said he was familiar
with the contract and had inspected
the work during its progress at the in-
stigation

of John E Dooly one of Wil ¬

kersons sureties Me said to lay suchpipe dry was not proper antI all sped ¬
fications had since been changed Theproper way was to place cement first
in the gasket at the bottom then put
the Joints together and press in thecement on the outside To lay such apipe dry was contrary to custom and
it was entirely impossible to lay the
pipe in that manner and make it water
tight Heretofore it had always beenpermissible to run clear water through
the pipe when the work was not inprogress Mr Hobson said he had as-
certained

¬

that all the leaks were from
the under side of the sewer When In¬
specting the sewer Mr Hobson found
that the sexver had been dammed up
with sand and gravel evidently inten ¬
tionally After the sewer had been
flushed there was but a little over one
inch of water in it instead of five anda half inches as the records In theengineers office showed AH cement
joining would leak more or less

Crossexamined Mr Hobson said he
examined the work while the pipe wasbeing laid He found it was being doneaccording to specifications but they
