Together with the mayors rcrfisage
reports from the heads of the various
city departments covering the year 1S96

were transmitted to the council last
night

The annual report of the board of
health was contained within a very
voluminous space In the main it fur¬

nishes an epitome of the sanitary con ¬

ditions of the city for the past year
There occurred in 1896 front all

causes 576 deaths and 10S3 births Of
the latter 54S were males and 528 fe¬

males A comparative statement with
the preceding year shows the rate
based on a maximum of 1000 to have
been 791 per cent as against S22 per
cent for the year just closed a slight
Increase over 1S95 and 1S94 Of the
deaths reported there were but 31 as
the direct issue of consumption and 40
from pneumonia Accidents claimed
18 of these deaths and suicides 6 There
were 70 from old age the average age
of which was 75 years It is urged in
this connection that better sanitary
conditions be enforced within the city
Typhoid fever prostrated 172 people
and of the number 71 occurred
east 01 Mam ana soum 01 r irsi ouuin
streets 16 east of Main and north of
First South streets and 26 west of Main
and north of First South streets
Eightyone of the cases occurred
among those between 11 tend 30 years
of age Inspection proved that 133 of
the cases were using water from the
city mains 33 that of flowing wells
and 6 were using surface water There
were 15 having sewer connection and
51 using cess pools and 96 without
drainage

None of the cases are chargeable to
imperfect drainage foul cess pools and
filthy night soil vaults Some of them
are charged to contaminated milk sold
by dairymen In whose families the dis ¬

ease was existing There were 28 deaths
from the malady as compared with 23
during 1SS3 The condemnation of cess
pools and privy vaults wherever possi ¬

ble Is strongly recommended
There were 144 cases of scarlet fever

with 5 deaths compared with 147 cases
with S deaths during the year 1S95 An
inspection developed the fact that 33 of
the reported cases had been using cess
pools and 88 of them had been wholly
without drainage 95 were using city
water and 20 flowing wells The epi ¬

demic as it is apologetically termed
started during the months of Septem ¬

her and October 1893 and had since
continued without abatement The dis-
ease

¬

was most prevalent between the
ages of 3 and 10 years

There were 36 cases of diphtheria re ¬

ported with 6 deaths as compared with
21 cases with 11 deaths during the pre ¬

ceding year The decrease in mortality
is credited to the use of antitoxine
The board recommends the procuring
by the city of a microscope Incubator
to enable public officials to properly
examine all supposed cases of diphthe-
ria

The routine work performed by the
department of the crematory plumbing
inspector and street sprinkling follow

The city jail is declared a disgrace
on account of its exceedingly unhealthy
condition The city authorities are re ¬

minded of the imperative advisability
of getting control of the water of the
Big Cottonwood canyon

A Great Gastronomic Lusury Ster¬

let Which Has the Delicacy of
Trout

One of the most fashionable restaurants
in Moscow is the Hermitage and another
Is the Moskoyski Traktir or Grand Hotel
de Moscow near the entrance of the
Khltagorod At both of these It is much
the custom to begin dinner at the table
Itself with two or torte commanded
dishes of the zatouska A tablespoonful
of the shining appetizing caviar with a
slice of lemon and a corner twisted from
the hot kalatsch accompanied by n
radish and an olive or perhaps a pickled
plum and with the inevitable little
glass leads to the cold dishes and

sauces for the Muscovite chef serves
his fish In the middle not beginning of
the repast Among dishes of game the
gellnotte is noticeable the Russian
ryabehik but this biro Is more welcome
in the disguise of an okrochka than
cooked whole In a mayonnaise nio
the ryabehik is highly popular remarks
a writer in the London Telegraph This
gennotte or double snipe has been
very truly described as a bird partaking
of the characteristics both of the grouse
and the partridge with a slight under
flavor in which it resembles the caper
cailzle of turpentine Such a peculiarity
Is no doubt due to its habit of feeding
upon the tender topmost shoots of the
fir tree The Russian peasants have
legends about every bird and beast and
tnev say that the gellnotte had once the
finest breast of all birds but it vexed its
creator who took this away and gave it
to the rvper There is a preparation of
mutton styled schrishlik which might be
worth Importing hither and beef is cur ¬

iously metamorphosed from its British
forms into the zrazi the shtofTade and
the azu tatarsk Kidneys potchkl with
truffles may appear along with ome ¬

lettes and cretes de coq mingled with
sweetbreads in a ragout or pojarski de
poulardo aux legumes a platt named
afffer the hero who delivered holy Russia
from the tyrannies of Poland The
zarkoe or roasts will include telyatin-
ii e veal and turkey which Is called
indyk the duck ootka the cock
of the woods teterev as well as wnen
in season the quail perepcl the dvoaer
and the teal cherok

The dish par excellence however of the
Russian bill of fare is certainly sterlet
which whether served en anneau a la
Russe or made Into an ooka or blended
with slices of sturgeon in a solyanka
must be recognized as notable discovery
for all travelers The sterlet is a gelatin-
ous

¬

semlsturgeonllke fish but much
smaller than the sturgeon having a long
ugly nose and no bones but very nice
as a matelotte when however a single
portion will cost the guest at least 214

rubles A solynnka ues sterlets is charged
3i rubles the portion while the finest
fried sturgeon Is not more than a third
of that price This specialty of the Volga
river Is past all question a great gastro ¬

nomic luxury the white dissolving nu-
tritious

flesh has all the delicacy of the
trout all the crispness of the turbot
all the digestibility of the sole united
In a manner to make many a foreign
sea and stream Jealous with very rood
