of tho frost king Aye we have seen
brother In hot dispute and reasonless
anger arrayed against brother son

lnlt father daughter against
mother until inharmony reigned su-
preme

and the disciples of the meek
and lowly Nazarene seeme trans ¬

formed Into disciples satanic
majesty bent on turing the peace of
earth into the pandcmpnium of hell

But Brother Thatcher did you ever
pause long enough to realize your part-
In this great drama of confusion
heartache discord and despair Why
did you yieldI your allegiance to God
and burn on the altar of political am ¬

bition the heavenly fruits of a life
struggle Did you expect the brethren-
of your quorum eleven against oneto submit their judgment to yours
Thus proclaiming your superiority in
political foresight and statesnlanshlp
Why did you permit personal selfish ¬

ness and a thirst for the honors of
men to overcome your love for the
church and people of God

Can you not see how you have fallen
in the estimation of men and women
good and true because you permitted
pride to supercede humility and to go
before your fall Can you not com-
prehend

¬

how contemptible must he ap ¬

pear who exchanges the riches of
heaven for the baubles of earth What
infatuation led you to change the con ¬

fidence prayers tears and love of your
brethren into scorn and co-
ntempt

¬distrust forced them
Iketo tear down the temple

wherein you d the Jewels of your
soul compelling them also to perIsh In
the ruins of destroyed confidence Did
you not know it to be your duty to
yield to the majority Have you not
everywhere and always so taught
Stand up now and In the fear and love
of God answer like an honest man or
forever stand selfconvictedself con ¬

demned
That my friends Is about the spirit

and meaning of indictments drawn
against me by the hand of malice in ¬

spired by hearts filled with motives of
revenge Poor fallen benighted hu ¬

manity How readily we forgive those
who injure us those whom we injure
never The indictment is drawn from
false conclusions because predicated-
upon a false and forbidden basis But
briefly nevertheless permit me here-
to enter a demurrer To the law and
to the testimony those have not the
truth in them who abide not in law
and by testimony

Within the full scope measure and
meaning of the divine covenant I was
bound to yield to every requirement of
the gospel and to ever rule governing-
my official the church of
the Lord Jesus Christthe church of
my choice to which I most willingly
and most gladly gave my allegiance
In youth and to which I now give my
hearts highest deviUon being never
more willing than now to sustain with
ill I have that divine code called by
Is author A perfect law of liberty

I must and do here nost solemnly
protest against any and all attempts
by whomsoever made to alloy the gen ¬

uine by any unauthorized admixture of
worldly wisdompoltcal or otherwise
with and stil-
ls perfect And here at the very
onset we come to the parting of the
ways resulting in this demurrer and in
the demand that I shall be regarded
Innocent of sin or crime until in a
proper way and before a competent
tribunal I shall be convicted or dis-
charged For the time being imagine
yourselves the cour while I briefly
plead my own

First then I demur to the indict ¬

ment on the ground that all our
church quorums from the preside-ncyi to the deacons quorum and all

I the lay members of the church in gen-
eral

I conference assembled in the taber¬

nacle at Salt Lake City October 1891
solemnly promised agreed and coven-
anted

¬

with the nation and all her citi-
zens

¬

that whatever the appearances
of church domination in civil affairs
or poltcl matters there might tiave

past there should be noth ¬

ing of that kind in the future
That was given and accepted in good

faith It was followed as you know
by authoritative statement after state-
ment

¬

in the same line by the chief
authorities of the curchby whom
you and I were selec-
tion

¬

of the political party of our choice
and then be true to that party we be ¬

ing entirely free and untrammeled as
to our political words and works Thus-
if ever the church did claim the right-
or ever did dictate the citizen In poll
tics that field was then and there vol-
untarily

¬

abandoned and that fact was
freely published to all the world And
ladles and gentlemen based upon that
we find the covenant and agreement-
as to the absolute political identity
and freedom of the individual citizen
crystallized In our state constitution
which thereby became a part of the
contract and agreement under which
and by which we entered as a sover-
eign

¬

independent state in the family
Union 6

And I submit having received the I

benefit of statehood we cannot now
under the contract Ignore a single pro-
vision

¬

of the ageement To do that
would as I the fullest
sense the open practice of a Punic
faith resulting everywhere and always-
in ultimate humiliation and degrada-
tion

¬

if not the destruction of those
attempting it Such is the lesson of
history

Can we afford to occupy that posi ¬

tion Can we afford to place ourselves
in the light of political heretics ut-
terly

¬

unworthy of the confidence of all
political parties I say no Do not
youOn this ground I maintain that I can
not be justly held for contumacy in
political mater by the church for the
church covenant and contract
to take no part in politics That being-
so how can I be convicted on the
chare of inharmony in political ma-
tter

¬

the church trenches upon
abandoned and now to it forbidden
ground I therefore ask this court of
my countrymen to sustain the de-

murer
¬

throw out the case and assess
the cost on the complainants-

I shall never forget the sorrow and
distress of our people during those aw ¬

ful trials of 18856 when the Edmunds-
and EdmundsTucker laws were being
enforced and when many of the church
leaders were either In exile or In prison
Families separated wives without pr-
otector

¬

and children uncontrolled
while husbands and fathers filled the
state prison It is an unwritten story-
of surpassing distress and even to this
day burdens many hearts as a
wretched wakeful nightmare Sacred
unions were then severed never again-
to be reunited Wives became In some
Instances alienated from husbands
while in others children beholding hu-
miliation

¬

and degradation of fathers
drew away no more to return to the
parental roof and to parental control
Efforts to avoid arrest shattered the
nervous system of men and women
and fostered sentiments of timidity if
not cowardice in some Instances trans ¬

mitted to unborn innocence Some
were like myself having means could-
go Into Mexico Canada and elsewhere
finding friends abroad while our fam-
ilies lef at home found sup ¬

port comparative comfort But
what was the condition of the less for-
tunate who had no money How
many of them found comfort and con-
solation in counsel beyond their reach
Far be it from me to attempt to telthe story tonight One case I may
here mention however as a sample of
others kindred or similar A brother
In Bingham county Idaho was arrested
on the charge Of unlawful cohabita
lon He was quickly convicted by a
willing if not packed jury and secured
the fullest penalty of the law Within

si months so I am informed after
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I he was confined In the Boise prison
the wife of his youth died with quick

I
I consumption and his plural wife hav-
i ing been seduced it was said by a
t deputy marshal loathcontrce asome disease she too
I jHcjJ while the husband a yet in
prison When hemVli d finally complet-
ed

¬

his sentence he came out of that
prison house wifelessand bordering on
the brink of hopeless insaniyI hap ¬

less wreck of his forerA knowledge of such facts and wit¬

nessing such scenes impressed as
nothing in life ever before impressed-
me and I resolved then that I never
would consent to the development of
circumstances leading to such condi ¬

tions among my brothers and sisterin this church
My friends that has been the in ¬

spiring motive of my conduct in the
political affairs causing my deposal
from church official position Personal
ambition or thirst for office has had
nothing to do with it whatever Sen ¬

ator Edmunds in 1892 declared that
church interference in political affairs
was the main issue then and that un ¬

less we removed the hands of the
church from the throat of state we
would ultimately be destroyed He
mentioned the Intervention of France
in Mexican affairs and the attitude of
the United States in the matter as a
warning

Now I dont want to see anything
done that might make our state lines
as a means of defense like cobwebs
That is what I fear That Is what I
protest against

Now in conclusion permit me my
friends to say should serious trouble
with the national government grow out
of this persistent and continuous in¬

termeddling and Interference with
the civil matters of the state and with
the political affairs of the indIvidual
citizen thereof by the ecclesiastical of¬

ficials of any church whatever would-
it not be folly In the extreme for such
officials high or low to expect to be
handled with gloves or accorded quar¬

ter when to the innocent none has
been given Had there been no dif-
ferences

¬

and misunderstandings as be¬
I tween the nation and the people of
Utah in the past a forecast might Just ¬

ly follow those lines originating in
Christian mercy but trouble has ex-
isted

¬

heretofore Personally I have
no grievances to be settled here or
hereafter nor have I any spites to be
gratified nor revenges to be placated
Individuals as such cut but a small
figure in matters of the magnitude of
those now confronting the people of
Utah When the manifesto or the
socalled rule of church discipline was
presented to me for my signature
every fiber of my nature seemed in ¬

stantly filled with the sentiment of ap-
prehension

¬

and I realized that I was
fronting a great personal danger from
which there seemed no way of escape-
If I signed it I must do so at the cost
of honor truth and integrity If I
signed it I must recant the teachings-
of a quarter of a centur respecting
the proper state in
relation to those of church organiza-
tions

¬

If I signed it I must igor the
declarations of the ¬

vention reiterating the Declaration of
Independence If I signed it I must
become a covenant breaker by casting
to the winds public promises made-
In the most solemn manner and
trample underfoot private political ob
igations made with Mormon Jew and
Gentile To do these things meant to
me stultification and stultification
meant dishonor and dishonor meant
shame and disgrace And so as I ex-
plained

¬

at the time I could not sign It
and retain an Unsullied conscience-
You know what followed my refusal
Others knew what would follow before
the document assumed written form
My young friend and brother B H
Roberts having well weighed the
meaning of an unwritten requirement-
chose what doubtless he believed was
to him the least harmful of the two
hors of a deadly dilemma I chose
the other Both led to that which was
Inevitable and with each has been ac-
complished

just what its author in-
tended

should be accomplished It was
I written for Moses Thatcherat least-
I have been informed that Apostle F
M Lyman so proclaimed In public at
your last quarterly conference From

I the very beginning I believed that to
be the fact but I never expected any
prominent church official to admit it
That the document was premeditated-
and inspired by aforethought few
would doubt but not many were pre ¬

pared for the announcement that it
was written expressly for one indivi-
dual

have my views respecting the mo-

prompting its issuance and each
of you can draw conclusions most sat ¬

isfactory to you and yours As to its
necessity as a disciplinary measure
the document is certainly not above
criticism That the church or its of¬

fcerand members have been benefited

I is open to discussion but as lap
pIed to myself it has without doubt
proven what it was intended to be
a repressive and depressive measure
depriving me of official standng in the
church of the Lord Jesus Christ for
which and to which I had dedicated the j

best efforts and most devoted service I

of an honest and sincere heart for
nearly 40 years If my humiliation and
degradation has been as gratifying to
those who accomplished it as I haI

been painful and sorrowful to then
the doctrine of compensation has been
vindicated Having now the facts be ¬

fore you it will be easy for you to
comprehend that I am now occupying-
a prearranged and predesigned posi-
tion

and that Jt has at no time been

slightest charge having been preferred
against them They were kept for 20
days in a state of incommunicado-
when they were marched through the
street with a number of criminals

by an armed guard to the
depot and placed on a train bound to
Nuevitas and from there to Havana-

the train they were confined in
a car filled with men and not allowed
any conveniences but instead they
were allowed to pay for a few com-
forts

They arrived at Havana Feb
4 last Mrs Rodreguezs case was
called to the attention of ConsulGen-
eral

Lee who Immediately communi ¬

cated with the acting captaingeneral
Marquis Ahumada and demanded her
release-

On arriving at Havana she was
taken to the public jail and then to
the house of refuge a place set aside
for fallen women This place was
fled with women afflicted with loath ¬

diseases and stocked with lice
Even the officials advised Mrs Rodri-
guez to be careful and not come in
contact with these poor wretches She
was detained in this den of horrors
for 32 hours when she was released II
condition that she would not remain m
Havana Immediately on her release
she sent for her two little daughters
who had been left at Puerto Principe-
and on their arrival at Havana Mrs
Rodriguez requested ConsulGeneral-
Lee to secure her a passport out of the
country She is profuse in her thanks
to ConsulGeneral Lee for tie prompt
interest in her behalf Her husband

Chihuahua Mex Feb 28Three
years ago a large force of Mexican
soldiers made an attack on the sur-
viving members of the hostile tribe ot
the Temosachic Indians In the mount-
ains west of here and over 200 of the
Indians were massacred It was re
ported at the tithe not an Indian was
left to tell the tale of extinction of his
tribe but it appears from news brought
to this city yesterday by a courier
from the village of Temosachic a few-
of the Indians escaped the slaughter

j This courier states that a band of L
or more Temoschic Indians made an
attack on the company of government
troops stationed at Tehioschic recently
and killed six soldiers and beata hasty
retreat to their rendezvous In the moun-
tains Several Mexicans have been mys
teriously murdered in that section and
it is believed that this band of Tern
aschic Indians committed the deeds and
that they were actuated by revenge

Police Are Forging Links Around
Beutlers Murderers

AFTER PICES ACCOMPLICE-

ELVIN MITCHELL BELLED UPON
TO FURNISH INFORMATION-

By Giving In He Will Be Able to
Exonerate Himself Beutlers
Brother Arrives and Has a Talk
With the Police Authorities

The police finger on the dial of sus-
picion

is apt to stop in its revolutions-
any moment and Indicate the accom-
plice

of John Rice in that other finger
Job which jjut an old umbrella mender-
out of the way Elvin lltchells relied
upon to tell the name sus-
pect

whose whereabouts are at least
known to

Mitchell hasbeen subjected to the
sweating process by both Captain Es
linger and Detective Sheets since his
confinement began in the murderers-
row of the county jail Every influence
is belnl used to get Mitchell to give
up knowledge which the police are
positive he has Not at any time has
Mitchell been seriously considered as
the Dal of Rice in the awful work of
Feb 27 Thfs fact accounts for the
failure ofJt1lC department to have
placed Mitchell In custody until he was
ordered there by a Justice of the peace
Even then it was admitted tacitly that
Mitchell was not directly connected
with the deed although suspected of
being familiar with tne perpetrators-
Since his arrest Mitchell has weakened
perceptibly and to save his otvn skin
from possible conviction as an accom
nllce it is thought he will tell every-
thing

Not for one moment since Captain
Eslinger began Investigating the case
has either he or Detective Sheets lost I

sight of another man who was seen
loitering in the vicinity of the Cave-
on the vcr day of the murder This
Individual was an illfavored type of
the genus rthugyand Upped Is hand-
to the man who keeps a restaurant on
West Temple in the near vicinity of the
spot where the murder was committed
He inquired of the merchant where
that old stiff lived who mended um-

brellas

As the citizen knew no old
stiff the information was not obtained-
In that quarter An accurate descrip-
tion of this searcher for tips is in the
possession of the departmentand it
fits a man suspected of the crime He
is an acquaintance of John Rice in
fact a chum and one of the notorious
Hunter gang of which it is thought
Rice Mitchell and Mrs Buetler are
member Since the imprisonment of
Rice Mitchell and Mrs Buetler more
people who have hitherto withheld in ¬

formation for fear of violence have
come forward and given the depart¬

ment some valuable assistance that
may if necessary be brought out at
the preliminary examination on Thurs
dav All of this new evidence points
conclusively to the guilt of Rice and
the unknown who has so far eluded
detection Now I Mitchell can be in-

duced
¬

I to open mouth he may be
the instrument bringing justice upon
the heads of Bustlers murderers and
at the same time save his own crop
from stretching or long Imprisonment-
This is the trail along which the po ¬

lice are now working and with pros-
pects

of success
Another niece of news has leaked

out It Is believed that Buetlers shack
did contain a respectable sum of
money and that it was obtained by
the murderers As a matter of fact
the police are aware that the money
was secreted in the cabin They have
proof of the statement They have
evidence that Mrs Buetler threatened-
the life of her husband They have
more damaging evidence agafnst Rice
connecting him even more strongly
with the crime than first supposed the
gist of which is withheld from publica-
tion

because it has not oeen considered-
wise at this time to disclose Its tenor

Buetler had talked with Sheets and
Raleigh some time previous to his
death and stated to them that he was I

his wife andseeking a divorce from
was very much alarmed lest she might
attempt his life or have it done by
men with whom she was consorting at I

Murray He wanted Sheets and Raleigh
to testify to her Immoral character
when the application for divorce was
heard At various times it was inti-
mated

by Buctler that he was the pos-

sessor

of considerable money He was
even alluded to by acquaintances as

The brother of Buetler arrived In
city yesterday and visited police head-
quarters He was unable to throw any
light upon the causes leading to the
strangling but was able to say that
his brother was a very peculiar man
He was a good stone and brick mason
hut had not worked at these trades
for some time He was also an expert
umbrella maker-
