Elijah Sells was bbrn in Franklin
county 0 and received his early edu ¬

cation in the public schools of that
district After entering active busi ¬

ness life he was for a number of years
engaged in mercantile enterprises in
all of which he met with admirable
success When still a young man he
removed to the state of Iowa and has
the distinction of being a member of
the first constitutional convention iu
that state He was also a member of
the second and third sessions of the
Iowa legislature and in 1856 he was
elected secretary of state and twice
reelected For three years he acted-
as adjutantgeneral of Iowa

Sir Sells was appointed revenue col-
lector

¬

under the first United States
internal revenue law but did not ac ¬

cept the position Early in 1863 he was
appointed paymaster in the army with
rank of major Later in the same
year he was urged by his friends at
home to accept the nomination of gov-
ernor

and strongly requested to come
home before the convention but de-

clined

in favor of Colonel William II
Stone who was nominated and elected
Shortly after this he secured and ac ¬

cepted an appointment in the Missis-
sippi

squadron of the United States
navy and was assigned to the com-

ship Grampus Remaining in the
service in this important position for
about a year he was tendered the po-

sition

of third auditor of the treasury
department by Hon Salmon P Chase
then secretary of the treasur He
