walking with a girl friend one evening
when she met Pratt He was with

and an introduction followed

From that time on Pratt continued
to keep company with her and one
evening overcame her Since that and
for nearly two years he has called
her his wife lived with her In three
different houses and apparently be ¬

stowed upon her all his affection until
last July he abandoned her for a young
lady named Pettet whom he has been
going with for some time although
Miss Heding says he told her he had

Pratt held a meeting at the office of
her attorneys He laughed at her and
