can money and 6 In Mexican money
will employ from eight to twelve Mexi-
cans

wages varying from 50 cents to
75 cents per day As for the climatic
conditions it Is only necessary to say
that in the mining districts cf Mexico
a miner can work 365 days in the year
There is never any snow or cold
weather in winter and the heat in the
summer Is not so extreme as In St
Louis Chicago or New York and never
enervating A pair of blankets at night
are indispensable every night in the
year

It is the opinion of all the mining
non I have talked with that mining in

Mexico presents many advantages over
mining in the United States
