THE HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION
TREATY

It Is probable that the president will
send the treaty for the annexation of
the Hawaiian islands to the United
States to the senate today That the
senate will approve it there is scarcely
a doubt It will receive the support of
all the Republican senators and of
some of the Democrats What the
terms of the treaty are ill only be
known after the instrument Itself iis
made Public

There will be one very anomalous
feature about the annotation it thee
Islands and that is this By their an-
nexation there will be incorporated Into
the population of tlw United Stales
some tens of thousaals of ieple
against whose entrance Into this coun-
try congress has been legislating off
and on for a quarter of a century PilL
What will be the lesal status of these
people when the islands are annexed
And what will be the legal status ot
those Hawaiians who have orne to
Utah and have been refused natural-
ization the laws not permitting it The
treaty of annexation may provide for
all these things and presumably does

When this country takes Hawaii It
will have to take its obligations of all
kinds Just now it has a rather inter-
esting dispute with Japan over the
question of Japanesp emigration to time

islands This country will inherit that
dispute though it will scarcely become
serious

Whenever the islands come under
the control of this government the con
struction of a cable between them and
this country will become an absolute
necessity This work will have to be
done by the government as existing
commercial business would not justify-
its construction The annexation of the
islands will give rise to the fear and
fully justify it on the part of foreign
governments that this country has en
tered upon a policy of colonial expan-
sion which means that we shall Incur
the enmity and jealousy of all colony
expanding nations When the Ha
waIian islands become American terri-
tory the country may expect that the
same sentiment and forces which com-

pelled the annexation of Hawaii will
be urging the annexation of the
Samoan islands because of the dan ¬

ger to American interests In the Pa-
cific
