Death of a Railway Man Causes An
Investigation-

Boston July 17The Herald says

The sudden and somewhat singular
death of Mr Clarence C Anthony
auditor of the FItchburg railroad since
list at his home In Waltham on Thurs ¬

day morning has resulted In giving
what may seem to bs a premature
publicity to a series of facts in rela ¬

tion to the administration of some of
the deoartments of the Fitchburg road
the knowledge of which has thus far
been kent within a very limited circle
On the announcement of Mr Anthonys
death it became known that the di ¬

rectors have been engaged for some
months in an Investigation of the
management of the freight department-
of the road and that a corps of expert
railroad accountants have been at
work upon the accounts

The investigation will cover the en ¬

tire freight accounts of the road since
the advent of President Marcy which
vas about 1SS9

When it is known that such an Inves-
tigation

¬

by experts of the ability and
reputation those engaged ip this
work will cost perhaps 13000 It seems

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probable that the directors of the road
had strong grounds for suspicion of
very grave and extended wrongdoing
beCore they set in action such expen-
sive

machinery
While details are yet wanting it Is

known that the suspicions of the di¬

rectors tend toward collusion between
several officials to secure from the
treasury of the road large sums of
money ostensibly as debates paid to
large freight patrons of the road but
the larger portion of which sums are

International Conference On the Seal
Controversy Will Be Held

London July 17The report cabled-
on Thursday by the Associated Press
that an International conference on the
seal controversy would be held at
Washington in the autumn is con
firmed by an official paragraph issued
today bv the British authorities which
will be printed here tomorrow The
statement says

The publication of an isolated old
