An angry mob surrounded the jail
an ancient and insecure building
Fearing an outbreak at any moment
and a raid on the jail it was deemed
wise as aprecautionary measure to
remove the prisoner Xo the jail at San
Jose

To divert the attention of the mob
which threatened to break into the
jail afalse alarm of lire was turned-
in This drew the crowd to another
part of town and Flanelb <hastily bundled into and
driven to a station further down the
line where a train was boarded for
San Jose It was some time before the
crowd discovered that they had been
defrauded of their intended victim

I look upon the pending canvass in
Ohio as a retrial of the Issues Involved

the people of Ohio Upon this question
there ought not be any difference ofopinion His prompt calling together-

This act was passed at a period of
depression with light taxes and in¬

creasing population The average
yearly expenses of the national govern-

over 36000000000 Tomeet this enor ¬

mous demand the dues on Imported
goods were greatly increased and in ¬

ternal taxes in almost every form were
levied on domestic prqducts and upon
the income of individuals and corpora-
tions

The ascertained national debt
at the close of the war was 2740000000
but this was greatly enlarged by claims
afterwards presented and by the most
liberal pensions ever provided by law
In the face of these obligations and
expenditures ard the interest of the
debt every year from 1SC6 to 1893 a
porto of the principal of the public
debt was paid thus reducing it to 5361
431765 on the first of July 1S9-

In 1SSO congress passed what is

known as the McKinley tariff act
was a careful revision of al

existing revenue laws I largely re-

duced internal taxes carefully re-

vised the tariff laws then in force I-

it had remained on the statute book
to this time the policy of protection
and debtpaying would have largely
reduced the public debt and prevented-
the severe stringency that followed
its reealIt is the declared purpose of the Re-
publican party to restore and main-
tain the policy embodied in the Mc-
Kinley tariff act and the recent tarIff
act known as tbs Dingle tariff I is
unfortunate that the beneficent pro
visions of the latter act cannot he iin
full operation for a yearor more owln
to excessive importations under the

oran act but I confidently
believe that within a year under the
present law the revenue of the gov
ernmenC will be ample to pay nut on1y
current expenditures but n large sac
yearly i1 reduction of the public debt

MKINLEYISM IN OHIO

Aside from this important measure
the people of Ohio should bear In mind
that one of the most eminent citizens
