Professor L H Bailey of Cornell uni-

versity

has been asked to go to Fin¬

land to construct a series of experi-
ments

¬

in electrical plantgrowing in
conjunction with Professor Lemstrom-
of the University of Helsingfors The
experiments to be carried on have noth-
ing

¬

to do with the electric light or with j

the running of electric light wires
through the soil for the purpose of
forcing the growth of plants by direct
current stimulation They are to be
based on some pertinent observations
mae by Lemstrom on the effect of the

borealis on the plant growth of
the north

It is a wellknown fact that the
plants of the north arrive at maturity-
In a much shorter period of time than
those plants which are grown further
south It is necessary that these plants
should arrive at maturity very quickly
inasmuch as the summer season at the
north is brief and it has alwaysverbeen upon aa wise provision-
of providence that the plants were ena ¬

bled to accomplish their business in life
in so shora space of time Professor

however aside thecastntprovidential idea the rapid
growth of plants In the far north is due
directly to the light of the aurora bo-

realis
¬

Light Is one of the necessary
natural agents In promoting plant
growth and the efficacy of continuing
the daylight by substituting in its place
electric light for the purpose of Increas ¬

ing the number of growing hours of
plants has already been proven In ad-
dition

¬

to the fact that the light of the
aurora might tend to increase the num-
ber

¬

of growing hours of the plants of
the north Lemstrom contends that
they are also stimulated by the prs
ence of the large amount of atmospher-
ic

¬

electricity to which as it is contend-
ed

¬

the presence of the aurora Is

dueLemstrom in furtherance of his
ideas has been carrying on a series of
experiments in which plants have been
subjected to atmospheric electricity
But these experiments while in a mea ¬

sure thorough have not been earned
out on a sufficiently extended scale to
warrant any large assumptions being
made in the matter It is Lemstroms
ieda that in conjunction with Professor
Bailey some very important work can
be carried on and it is for this purpose
that Professor Bailey is making ready-
to proceed to Finland
HOW THE FARM WILL BE AR ¬

RANGED-

If the plans of the two experimenters
are carried out In the manner which Is
now contemplated the results will be
an electric farm of a decidedly pictur-
esque

¬

character Iis proposed to erect-
a line of posts arouqd this farm or field
In which the experiments are to be car-
ried

¬

out From post to post through-
the air above the ground wires will be
stretched and at convenient distances
along these wires small knobs or points
will project A static current such as
produced by the Holtz machine will be
sent over the wires and will be allowed-
to jump across the open space between-
the wires from one point or knob to
another A constant flow of electricity
through the air will thus be Accom-
plished

and the surrounding atmos-
phere

will be in a measure saturated
with the current At least this is the
Idea of the experimenters certainly at
night the scene should be very pictur¬

esque The tiny points of flame jump
Ing from wire to wire from knob to

point Plants were grown in the free
atmosphere which Is always In a great-
er or less state of electrification and
also In a wire cage from which the at ¬

mospheric electricity is excluded Maize-
in the free air was In every way better
than the other not only in bulk of all
Its parts but In the amount of ash and
of both nitrogenous and nonnitrogen ¬

ous Grandeau found thatmaters of the Influence of at¬

mospheric electricity have in the same
length of time given 50 to 70 per cent
less bulk and 50 to 60 per cent less

DUE TO THE AURORA BOREALIS

Lemstrom was first led to his in-

quiries
¬

by observations upon vegetation v
and meteorological phenomena in the
high north particularly in Finnish Lap
land and Spitzbergen where he came to
the conclusion that much of the rapid-
ity

f
of vegetation in the short summers

is due to climatic electricity His frtexperiments were made in the
tory and the results were so promising
that he at once turned his attention to
the field He made an experiment on
a small field of barley In Finland One
portion of the field was covered with j

small parallel wires a meter apart and
secured to porcelain insulators which
were secured to small posts on the mar ¬
gin of the field At intervals of a half
meter each wire was furnished with at
metal point from which the current
could discharge into the atmosphere 2

These wires were connected to the pos t
itive pole of a fourdisc Holtz machine
which supplied the current The cur-
rent

¬

was supplied from the middle ot
June to the 1st of September fom 6 tf>

10 oclock In the morning and from 5 to z
9 In the evening The barley was well
up when the experiment began The
harvest showed that the electric plot
was over 35 per cent ahead of the re-
mainder

¬ i
of the field and the yield and 1

the quality of the grain was improved
Having determined the good effects

of atmospheric electricity in high lati-
tudes Lemstrom now carried his ex-
periment

into France Here he treated
cereals garden vegetables and a va-
riety of fruit The result was equally
