vigorously protest against its further
practice The reasons why such a prac ¬

tice should be condemned must be ap ¬

parent to all thinking people upon a
moments reflection How few there are
remembering their school days who
cannot recall some incident where their
pride has been sorely wounded and

I they have suffered the keenest mortifi ¬

cation by theJr InaCilitj to give as
much or appear as well as the chil-
dren

in the public schools In these
times offers countless opportunities for
