elected a member of parliament for

j Stamford He first became prime mln-
ister June 24 1SS5 holding the position
until February 1856 In August of
that year he again became prime min
Ister holding the position until August
1892 His present appointment dates
from June 2 1893

He is more prominent in interna ¬

tional politics today than ever before
and this because of the many inter¬
