SENATOR WHITE SPEAKS
Senator White informed the gather-

ing
¬

that there was a proposition before
the national congressional committee
looking toward the centralization of
the silver forces in the western states
with a view to getting control of the
United States senate In 1900 The sen ¬

ator said the silver forces wanted the
president the senate and the house at
that time but as the senate is a slowly
organized body changing onethird In
every two years only it was deemed
wise to take action this fall especially
in the western states where the
chances for victor were a great deal
brighter than they are in the cast a
locality where the told element has
larger strength and predominates in
both parties It has been urged that
there should be cooperation on the
part of all the silver men in the west-
ern states with a view to sending sil-
ver

¬

men to the senate
He understood there were local con-

ditions
¬

in this state which created an
opinion among Democrats that there
should be no abandonment of party
lines and he would like a complete ex-
pression

¬

of the views of the gentlemen
assembled in order that when he went-
to Washington he could relate the sen ¬

timent here with effect There is a
question of course which will confront-
the Democrats in other states provid-
ing

they decline to fuse here and that-
Is this Will they not say to usin
Montana in Wyoming and other
states Where you do not need us as
In Utah you do not want us buthereyou do need us you are very
willing that we should join you The
question for all candid thinking Dem ¬

ocrats to consider was whether they
could afford to mal c some sacrifices
for the benefit of the cause which the
party has made an issue In other
words will the Dein ic racy of the west
prefer princinle to party The sen-
ator

Seidl Celebrated Musician-
New York March 2S Anton L Seidl

the1 celebrated musical director died
suddenly in this city tonight of poison-
ing

¬

fish
probably resulting from eating

Mr Seidl left his home shortly after
dinner this evening and went to the
home of his business agent F Bern-
stein

¬

He had no sooner arrived there
than he was taken violently Ill The
family physician of Mr Bernstein was
called He immediately diagnosed the
patients trouble as ptomaine poisoning-
Mr Seldl ate fish for his dinner and
the physician was of the opinion that
the poison came from the fish

About 10 oclock Mr Seidl became
worse and two other physicians were
summoned In spite of their efforts the
patient continued to grow worse until
1015 oclock when he died

Anton Seidl was born In Pesth Hun ¬

gary about 1850 When a young man
he aws secretary to Richard Wagner
After leaving the office of Wagner he
began the study of music under Hans
Richter of Leipsic-

Mr Seidl came to America about 12

years ago and at once became promin-
ent

in musical work He was recog ¬

nized as the ablest director of Wag-
nerian musc-
