Judge McCarty presiding on Thurs ¬

The state vs Mrs E S Carpenter
dismissed on motion of County Prose ¬

cutor Chidester on the grounds that
the evidence is insufficient to convict
Mrs Carpenter the defendant runs-
a store in Coyote and last summer a
box of freight lemon extracts soda
water etc got mixed with a ship ¬

ment of goods to her and it was al ¬

leged that the box of goods belonged-
to another storekeeper but that Mrs
Carpenter insisted on keeping the
goods and as a consequence she was
held to the district court on a charge-
of grand larceny with the above re-
sult

¬

BRIGHAM SPENCERS CASE
The state vs Brigham Spencer de-

fendant
¬

is at Panguitch to receive his
sentence having been convicted of cat-
tle

¬

stealing in 1896 his case having
been appealed and the judgment and
sentence of the lower court by the
higher court affirmed Spencer served
some months In the penitentiary on his
entence of one year pending the ap ¬

peal of his case
There is a pathetic side to this case

In brief the particulars are these
Jake Reese of more or less fame as a
lawbreaker and one George Davis
concocted the plan to go to Panguitch-
and from there as headquarters go
over into the Escalante country where
there are a few Panguitch cattle and
cattle from the west side of the coun ¬

ty but no riders from that part of
the country and represent themselves-
as having authority from cattle own-
ers

¬

of the west side to gather their
cattle from them Under this pretext-
of employment they rode the range
their object being not io gather any ¬

bodys cattle in particular but to
acquaint themselves with and gather-
up all the mavericks and longears-
and any brands that did not belong on
the Escalante range and sell the same
to their own profit They succeeded-
for a time in this nefarious business
and had in their confidence Mr
Spencer an Escalante rider familiar
with the range and the stock upon it
whom they induced to point out to
them the cattle that did not belong on
the range and were therefore the
most likely to be the easiest to steal
and for his services he was to share
the illgotten gains Spencer was a
young married man of very respect ¬

able family connections and a young
man who had hitherto borne the very
best kind of a reputation When the
arrests came Reese skipped hs
bonds and Davis turned states evi ¬

dence and thus the two most guilty-
of the trio escaped punishment and
Spencer sot none of the Droftts

Spencers trial was such a strain
upon his wife that she was made prac ¬

tically an Invalid and on the day of
the verdict as a consequence of the
strain she gave birth to a pair of
twins both of whom died and ever
since that time it has been a very se-

rious
¬

question whether she herself
could be saved Spencer has given
every evidence of having thoroughly
repented and is generally considered-
now to be a trustworthy and good citi-
zen

¬

His case was called up Thursday at
Panguitch for passing of sentence but-
it went over until Saturday on which
date his lawyers will argue a motion-

0Great interest is manifested by the
cattlemen of the south in these cases
and they are to be hard fought scores
of the cattle raisers and range riders
from the Escalante country being at
Panguitch to watch the progress of the
trials They rehearse the alleged meth ¬

ods of these men Smith and Mott and
vigorously condemn them and say
that onetenth of the depredations on
the cattle herds are not committed by
the Robbers Roosters but by men of
their stripe owners of cattle riding the
range and preying upon their co
riders with underhanded methods
Smith and Mott have for a brand a
circle which can be placed upon almost
any brand and the old brand disfigured-
As cattlemen know their cattle only by
the brand and their brand being thus
disfigured practically all trace of
their ownership is gone The cattle ¬

men say that since this brand came on
the range there has been more disfig ¬

ured and whittledup ears seen upon
the range than heretofore and as a
consequence suspicions were aroused
and a still hunt inaugurated with the
result that these cases have been
planted in court Knowledge has also
been gained that notwithstanding the
fact that these men came on to the
range only a few years ago with but-
a very few head of stock their brand-
Is about as frequently seen pn the
range now as that of the most wealthy

cattle owner and that they have made
more and larger shipments of cattle
east than the average cattle owner has

Smith and Moth themselves and their
friends poohpooh this story andseem-
to rest confident that the evidence that
they will produce at the trials will
acquit them

ASSAULT ON CONSULATE

DETAILS OF THOUTRAGE ON

SATURDAY

Began By Young People and Assumed
Such Proportions That the Police
Were Unable tDisperse Them
Pig IRepresented As An Ebleof America

Malaga April 17The rioting which
broke out yesterday was continued last
evening The gendarmes charged the
mob frequently and the rioters returned
their atacks with volleys of stones
Many persons were bruised and numer ¬

ous arrests were made The city is
quieter this morning

SATURDAYS RIOT
London April 1SThe Malag cor-

graphing at noon Saturday says
About 10 oclock last evening Fri ¬

day a large group of young people
who had already met in another part-
of the town for the purpose of organiz-
ing

¬

a demonstration arrived in front of
the American consulate and began to
cheer for Spain They did not at this
stage utter any cry against the United
States

The chief of police endeavored fo dis-
perse

¬

them but only Bucceeeded in
driving the crowd from the front of
the consulate The demonstrators then
paradealong the Calle de Larse the
most frequented street in alagaancaccompanied by a very
reassembled In the Plaza de la Consti
tucion The civil governor and mayor-
of the town hastened to the spot to
calm tile people and were received with
wild cheering but in the meantime an-
other

¬

group posted themselves opposite
the American consulate They carried-
a Spanish banner and after uttering
many patriotic cries began tOJ throw
stones at the building

TORE DOWN THE SHIELD
All the windows were smashed and a

part of the furniture of the consulate
seriously damaged When the crowd
was at the height of its frenzy a lad-
der

¬

was brought and a man getting
hold of the American escutcheon threw-
it to the ground amid immense cheer ¬

ing The escutcheon was paraded as a
trophy through the streets and ulti-
mately

¬

carried to the crowded Plaza-
de la Constitucion where its appear¬

ance created great enthusiasm
Another group headed by a well

known Carlist went through the prin-
cipal

¬

street and passed by the consul ¬

ate shouting Vivas to Spain to the
army and incessantly Death to the
United States and Death to the Pig
Yankees This group largely swollen-
by people who had Joined it on the
way forced an entrance into the Cer-
vantes

¬

theatre The representation was
stopped and the orchestra played a pa ¬

triotic march the whole audience join-
ing

¬

in the demonstration
POLICE POWERLESS-

The governor warned by telephone-
made his appearance Then some one
cried when the country is in danger-
no theatrical representation ought to
be given The audience applauded-
and in a few minutes spontaneously
cleared the theatre From this the
several contingents and people noisily
paraded the streets and the demon ¬

strations continued until an advanced
hour of the night the police being
powerless This morning Saturday-
the American consulate looked from
the outside a if it had been wrecked-
the stones and broken glass making
quite a pile in the side way

The commotion was renewed early
today Several groups carried with
them banners upon which had been
printed representations of the pig
now treated in Spain as an emblem of
America and as synonymous with
Americans The authorities how ¬

ever had taken serious measures The
mounted infantry civil guard has been
called out and the police took posi-
tions

¬

in the principal streets
The demonstrators tried to get hold

of the municipal banner and to pro ¬

cure the municipal band but were
prevented In both directions

At noon today Saturday the
demonstration had practically ended
although the people occasionally in ¬

dulged in patriotic cries and the
streets were full
