UNCLE SAM’S ADVANTAGE

HAS SPAIN ON THE HIP IN THIS

Great Britain’s Instructions Directing
Her Colonies to Regard Coal as
Contraband of War Is Worth More
to Us Than a Naval Victory st Sea
—Reasons For Such Conclusions.

New York, April 18.~In directing her
colonies to regard coal .as contraband
of war in the eévent of hostilities be-
tween the United States and Spain,
Great Eritaln has taken action, ad-
ministration officials say, in line with
the wishes of the president and naval
authorities. says the Wushington cor-
respondent of the Herald

Pressure  will b exerted  upon
France, Haytl and San Domingo to ac-
complish the same result, and some
attention Is belng given by the state
deparungnt te South American coun-
tries, with a view to sscuring from
them a declaration of the contraband
chitracter of coal. as well as an an-
nounced determination on their part
not to s£ll elther to Spaln or American
men-of-war & supply of fuel greater
than that necessary to enable the hel-
ligerent vessel to stemm to the next
home port.

8o far as the Danish West Indies are
eoncermed, the authorities have pur-
chased in their ports ail the coal that
it is possible to secure. Jith coal a
declared contraband of war, adminis-
tration officials and naval experts say
it will be impossible for Spanish ves-
sels to operate in the Went Indies or
in the Pacific and, a8 & result, the
chanees of success for American arms
would be immedintely enhanced.

IN THE FAR EAST.

Great Britain's  declaration of the
contraband character of coal will af-
fect the UUnited States at only one
point—in the far east. The United
States now has at Hong Kong a feat
of six vessels—the crulsers Baltimore,
Olympla, Raleigh, Boston, and the
gunboats Concord and Petrel—and
these ships are awalting the word to
rush to Manila

If the fortilcations at the Fhilip-
ines should stund off ths American
ect for any length of time, the op-
erations of the vessels would be great-
Iy embarrassed, for, by Engiand’s de-
cluration., her colonists  will he
allowed to sell to either helligerents a
supply sufficlent only to take them o
their home port.
Appreciating the position assumed
by the Britlsh government, Comnuanid-
er Dewey, acting under [nstruvtions
from Secretary Long, has purchased
i Jarge quantlty of coal and has stor-
ed it on boand two colliers, which will
atcompany hig fleet to the Philippines;
