rely upon thus wreaking their financial
ruin These are in poor condition to ex ¬

tend a helping hand to their more un¬

fortunate townspeople The rood people
or the mountain city once prosperous and
always generous never turning a deaf
ear to a worthy appeal for public or-

S private relief are recovering from the
firos excitement only to find that their
condition is more helpless than was at
first believed

The sticken people themselves and their
sympathetic neighbors announced through-
the public prints that they believed no
assistance would be necessary from Salt
