CAY fOR PRISONERS Of WAR

Abandoned Copper llne iConnectcut We-re Were Kep

PrisOners For Years r

New York Sun Nothing marl the
growing humanitarIan sIde of warfare
to a greater degree than the treatment
given to prisoners of war Crvera and
his men were fortunate that the did

I
not become prisoners on this side pf
the Atlantic during the revolutionary
war Instead of being treated alion
ord guests and made to feel entirely
at home the fine old Suanish admiral
would have been taken many miles in
land thrh a forest dark and viId
there to be shut up In darkness in a
cavern man feet under ground

There Is such 3prIson on thewestern
I slope of Talcott mountain In the town

of Granby Conn High jagged rocks
are to the east a beautful viewof the

I Parmlncton nest It Is
within an easy wheel trip of Hartford
20 miles to the northwest and Is visit
ed by many persons from various parts
of the land affording at least an in-

atructive lesson on urisoners of war
So startling is the frt glmpse of the-

prisoncalled faNewgte afermus urison In the eye
refuses to recognize It In keeping vith
the cpmmonlace objects of a New
England landscape At ilrst glance the
tilace aDear to be a large barn cov-

ered with straw hills But tire deer
woods throw the tumbled and vineclad
walls into such bold relief that soon It
Is perceIved that ruins of a remarkable
and picturesque character are near

THEY STOOD CLOSE
to the west sIde of the road and just
across the wry from an ordinary farm
house the ruins more remark
ntle by contrast The entrance is gain
ed hr ncircular gateway In the east
wall to a sort of courtyard surrounded-
by ruined walls and in the center is
the former keepers lodge now used as
ar ofce buiding In revolutionary
days a block house

Here was the state prison of Connee-
ticut between 1790 and 1820 On the
sides of the inclosure were the worlt
shops for the convicts The only re-

maining prison building proper Is at
the southwest corner and was used
for cooking sleeping and hospital
apartments Asmall sentry box from
which the guard appeared to shot es
raping prisoners party remaIns on the
wail to the left or anee

But the reolutonary prIsoners had
no shelter except rnS formerly
conuer mInes whIch extend beneath
the inclosure and out into the adjoin
Ing fields Just how the entrance was
obtained to this subterranean lockup
is told by two escaped prisoners In an
interview in tIre Gazetteer a Tory pa-
per published in New York Said they

In approaching this horrid dungeon
we were frt conducted through the
apartments tire guards then through
a trQ door downstairs into another
upon the same floor with the kitchen
which was divided from it by a very
strong artition door In the corner
of this outer room and near the front
of the stairs opened another large ttap
door covered with I

BARS OF IRONA BOLT
Which were hoisted up by two guards
by means of a tackle while the hInges
gated as they turned upon their h oks

the jaws and mouth of
what they called hel to which we de-

scended by means a ladder about
sIx feet more which led down to a
large iron grate or hatchway locked
down over a shaft of about three feet
diameter sunk through tire sold rock
and which we were told t the
bottomless Pit

FindIng it not possible to evade ths
hard cruel fate we bade adieu tOtlilr
world and descended the ladder about
IS feet more when we came to what
is called the landing then mnrchlnsshelf by shelf till descending
feet more we came to a platform of-

boards laid under foot with something
put overhead to carry off the water
which keeps continually dripping
Here we found the inlrrbttants of thin
woeful mansion who were exceedingly
anxious to know what was going on
above We told them that Lord Corn
waihis had beat the rebel army and
that their money was gone to the
deuce with whIch they seemed intis
fled and rejoiced at the news

The present entrance to the caverns
so called is accomplshed more easily
and Is necessary
Is application at the office and ay
ment of a smaI fee The guide leads
the visitor smal shed at the Teaof the office requests each
member of the party to put on a thick
cloth ulster tvliieh is furnlshrd to keep
out the chill and moisture While the
visitors stand around clothed like gray

friar tire guide steps to awell hole
through which the top of a ladder pro
trldes Here was the first trap door
mentioned by the prisoner He descends
the ladder without hesitation and Is
soon hidden In the deep darkness The
visitors follow as a matter of course
and mans women make tire exploit
without fear or nervousness As
visitor descends he is cheered by the
guides voice and reaches a landing
about tile size of a large closet Ho
finds the guide busy talowdip with I

WHICH EACH VISITOR PROCEEDS
Then with a warning tf stoop low

the guide leads the way down a gallery
of slippery and steep rook soon enter
Ing a large turtlebacked caver It
was here the prisoners said they found-
their unfortunate comrades

The caver Is about 20 feet In di-

ameter and a tall man cannot stand
erect in the Center Tire iIOOP Is strewn
with pieces of wood the remains the
guide says of the Cots HUed with straw
which lne prisoners occupied lhe wU

ter Is dripping frequent drops from
the roof and every word spoken finds
reverberating echoes in the rocky gal
leries In this gruesome place the
revolutionary prisoners were kpt in
some instances Or years without see-
ing the light of day

The fare of the prison could not have
been sumptuous because a prisoner
wrote

this pathetic letter to the

Mr VIets If you hrate any meat
coked you vihl much oblige me by
sending dinner for I suffer want

And that George Washington en
dorsed this treatment of his foes Is
shown ber a lqttct written by him to
the committee of safety at Slmsbury
when he sent from Cambridge a de-

tachment of prisoners to be kept there-
at the continental exPense But the
father of his countr as welt as con-
gress came a liberal share of
Criticism when Rev Slmin Baxter a
Torclergyman and a prisoner preach

a very vehement sermon to a iros
trate but s mathetc audience How
the cler man have made the
dark recesses of the prison resound
with his biter words when he called
on his hearers to assassinate the pa
trIots at their first opaortunity and
he bade Washinrton and dongresa to
remember that Judas was not a patriot
till he hanged himSelf for betraying his
Savior Co thou and do ltewise he
exhorted the Jeneral will
trove yourself a savior of Amer-
ica and 111cc hi4Tl hold a lace In the
temple of everlasting fame

Unless Rev Simeon was a man of
low stature it Is dlfllcul to conceive
how he could have maintaIned adlgni
fed position in such a

The prisoners kept burning pots of
charcoal to dlsel the foul air whichasomewhat releved b shaft or
wells In the t the
solid roe to a height of 80 feet or
more The guide explains nil these
maters to Iris grayfrocked listeners in

doleful voice in keeping wihthe surroundings He then leads
way through many narrow galleries of
the mInes which extend to a consider

p

able distance In many ulaces the
I sides are bordered by ailes of broken
I rock held In place by wooden supports

which have given away In some places
and the rock has blocked completely
the passage It is difficult to pick the
way throuzh the mIne owing to the
low and steeD condition of the aler-ies

A shOrt distance from the carmanerthe visitor comes to a water
IS feet deep but so clear that the bot-
tom is easiiy seen The sunlight peeps
In at the top of the wen hole 60 feet
to the surface below There used to be-
a lODe and bucket in the well the top
of Which was secured by a trap door to
prevent any prisoner escaping How
over one Inmate did make the attempt
one night having bribed the guar to
unlock the hatch but after

I oner had climbed the rce nearly to
the top he was struck on tire head by a
descendin bucket and his body was
found the next day at the bottom ot
the well

Most rewsome of all is a dungeon
known as the Sounding Room It Is
deeD within tire mines and was used
for solitary confinement of the prison
era Here the echoes are remarkably

I intense and even a whllcr is repeat-
ed whIle a groan wiil resound a if
made by the whole mountain The re-
fractory urisoner was shackled to the
stone wall iris onlr refreshment being
a Irng which is so near he could
rach by stooping over Near a shaft
where the copper ore was raised to the
surface is a hole hardly large enoughfor a man to crawl through

WAS USED AS A DRAIN
Yet a Tory named Wooster made hisescape by this difficult way It was

closed by iron bar winch Wooster
loosened by picking the mortar with
nail rods ire had brought undetected in
to the prison He stayed many nights
within the drain enlarging it by chip
ping rock One night he was thus at
work to bore his way out fawIthin the drain when a large stone
fell behind him making him aprisoner
in this tomb HI thought he must die
a teryibie death of staving when to
his delight he found he could kick back
tire rOCKs a little ways He struggled
desperately fearing at every moment
that the stone would reach a place
where Ire could not reach it Finally
he shoved it to a holow place and was
able to crawl by and bleedIng
he was able to report to tire guard next
day and escape detection A few days
later he with several others escaped
through the drain but all were capt-
ureexcept 1Voster who made his way

the sea coast and entered his majes
tyS service I

Another desperate atempt to escape
was joined in by the men gave the
account of their entrance to the prison
With several others they overpowered-
the guards fatally wonuding one and
took the rest prisoner They then re
leased theIr companions and although
some were wounded In the scuffle mayescaped A commIttee of the Connectcut assembly investigated escape
and in its report made very sarcastic-
comments on the inefficiency of the I

I LNCO NS SAYINGS

His Famous Eulogyof Washington
Fitly Describes Himself

Chicago TmesHerld No tribute to
Abraham Lincoln can be more fitting
tiran his own words about Washington-
spoken on Feb 22 1842 On that name
a eulogy is expected It cannot be To
add brightness to tire sun or glory to
the name of Washington is alike im-
possible Let none attempt it-

In solemn awe pronounce the name
and in Its naked deathies splendor
leave it shining on-

In reply to a gentleman who asked
for a sketch of his life he said My
early history is perfectly characterized
by a single iine of Grays Elegy

The short and simple annals of the
poor

Twentyone years before he was
called to preside over the affairs of our
country when distracted by the issue
whether we should become truly the
land of the free or should consent that
slavery might stretch farther its black
pall over the grave of liberty he said

If ever I feel the soul within me
elevate and expand to those dirnen
slops not wholly unworthy of its Al-
mighty Architect it is when I contem-
plate the cause of my country deert-
ed by all the world beside and I stand-
ing up boldly alone and hurling de-
fiance at hem victorious oppressors

He declared in 1834 The doctrine of-
selfgovernment is rightabsolutely
and eternally rightbut it has no just
application as here attempted When
the white man governs himself that is-

selfgovernment but when he governs
himself and also governs another man
that is more than selfgovernment
that Is despotism

What I do say is that no man is
good enough to govern another man
without that others consent

HATRED OF SLAVERY
It was his unswerving fidelity to the

absolute right of selfgovernment that
made him the typical American pure
and simple He clearly comprehended
and his soul was vigorously conscious
of the sublime truth on which our na-

tional life was founded the equal rights
of all humankind and the absolute and
eternal right of selfgovernment-

He hated slavery whIle recognizing
the constitutional rights of slave own-
ers He deplored the tendency to roe
ognize slavery as a moral right and
said in 1854

Near 80 years ago we began by do
daring that all men are created equal

but non from that beginning we have
run down to the other declaration that
for some men to enslave others Is a
sacred right of selfgovernment

These principles cannot stand together
They are as opposite as God and mam
moo

CRrICISED BY FRIENDS
In 1858 at the close of the Republican

state convention which nominated him
for the United States senate he dcliv-
ered a Speech afterward much criti-
cised by his friends in which his die
cernment proved prophetic lie said

We are now ar into the fifth year
since a policy was initiated with the
avowed objeqt and confident promise
of putting nfl end to slavery agitation
Under the operation of that policy that
agitatzqa has not only not ceased but
has omiotmrtiy augmented

in my opinion it will not cease until
a crisis shall have been reached and
passed

A house divided against itself can-
not stand I believe this government
cannot endure permanently half slave
and half free I do not expect tire
Union to be dissoived but I-

do expect it will cease to be divided
It will become all one thing or all the
other

In defense of this speech he after-
ward said Friends I have thought
about this matter a great deal
and am thoroughly convinced the time
has come titea It should be utterqd
and if it must be that I must go down
because of this speech then let me go
down linked to truthdie in the ad-
vocacy of what is right and just Ths
nation cannot live on injustice A
house divided against itself cannot
stand I say again and again

In reply to a friend he said You
may think that speech was a mistake
but I have never believed it was and
you whi see the day when you will
consider it the wisest thing I ever did

OT BUYING PLEIGES-
To a party who wished to be empoir-

ered to negotiate reward for promnises-
of Inuluence in the Chicago convention
1160 Mr Lincoln replied No gentle-
men I have aot asked the nomination
amid I iriil not now buy it with pledges
If I am nominated and elected I shall
not go into the presidency as tire tool
of this man or that man or as the
property of any faction or clique

Tnus time hour of our countrys peril
was the hour when the divine power of
truth and right in a human soul was
the anchor of the ship of state Ttmms
power heEl it firmly to the mooring of
the eternal and absolute trutir whichr
gave the nation birth and the storms
of disunion beat against it in vain

Abraham Lincoln became tIre grrar-
dian of our countrys honor and corn
mander of the army and navy when
in the slradow of threatened dissoiu-
tion free to act as judgment and con-
science dictated He said to the Ohio
legislature February 1861 I cannot
but know what you all know that
without a name perhaps without a rca
son why I should have a name there
iras fallen upon me a task such as did
not rest upon the father of his coun-
try And so feeling I cannot but turn
and iooi back for the support without
which it will be impossible for me to
perform that great task I turn then
and look to tireAmerican people and
to that God who has never forsaken
tirem

He believed and correctly that very
much of tire ill feeling that existed be-
tween the north and south was de-
peirdent rrpoa a misunderstanding of
one another When called upon by the
committee who notified him at iris home
of his nomination he said Gentle-
men we must pledge otmr mutual health
in this most healthy beverage which
God has given us It is the only boy
erage I have ever used or allowed in-
my family and I carraot conscientious-
ly depart from it on the present occa-
sion It is pure Adams ale from tire
well

Devotion tO absolute right and love
0 Irunnanity linked this whitesouled
miami to all paople in this world and to
angels in higher realms of being He
is not sleeping under the monument
at Springfield He is still inspiring hu-
man soula with the love of liberty

A thousarrd years hence nO story
no tragedy no epic poem will be flied
with greater wonder or be read with
deeper feeling than that which tells of
his life and death
