I am directed by the presiding of
ficer to ask you whether you have any
facts within your personal knowledge

T upon which you have based the charges
set forth in the article and whether
you will oblige the commission by fur-
nishing it with those facts in complete
and explicit form

The commission would be glad to
have testimony of a kind that can be
used in this investigation not only re
lating to the circumstances attending
the death of Lieutenant Lafferty at-
Camp Wikoff as alleged in the article
under conslderaticn but also relating
to the other incidents to which you

ake reference Such testimony is ex-

actly what the commission wants Will
you oblige this body with what you
lave at your disposal or can obtain
for the purpose

Todays letters deal esp clally with
the conditions at Camp Wikoff They
retat to the Jack of preparation of the
camp before the soldiers were received
A minister wrote that he had pointed
out the inaccessibility and exposed con
dition of the location and the poor con-
dition of the water before the place
was selected

The members of the commission ex
press their determination to make a
complete inspection of affairs at that
point and will visit the place before
mpleting their work

THIRTY MEN MIRACULOUSLY
ESCAPE DEATH

Three Hundred and Fifty Pounds of
Dynnniite Exploded In the Morn
jag Mine at Wallace

Wallace Ida Sept 30Thirty men
working the night shift in No4 tunnel
of the Morning mine had an almost
miraculous escape from death early
this morning when 250 pounds of dyna
mite In a magazine exploded The first
report to reach here was that eight
dead and wounded had been recovered
and that smoke was still too thick to
permit the rescuers to get farther
back where it was fearedthe imprison-
ed men were all dead either from the
direct results of the explosion or from
the gases generated by it Later it
was learned that not a man had been
killed or seriously injured the only
casualty being the killing of a horse
used to haul out the c Most of the
men walked out although some of
them were so stunned by the explosion
or overcome by smoke and gas that
they had to be helped A number of
them were stunned by the concussion
and one Captain Woods fell onto his
candle burning his face severely be
fore he recovered consciousness suf
ficiently to get from over the flame It
is not knOwn what caused the ex-
plosion no one being near the maga-

I fresh winds The sun has been nearly
obscured all day and the atmosphere
is heavy with smoke

I The fire east of Glenwood is fortu
nately in an unsettled portion of the
county and aside from the Immense
loss by the burning of timber no loss
has occurred up to the present time

The stock on the range as far as
heard from has escaped the fire

A special to the News from KolQmo
Cob says Forest fires are raging on
every hand Sheep mountain on the
north side is a mass of flames which
reach within a quarter of a mile of this
camp Great apprehension is felt here
for the safety of the town The origin
of the fire here is supposed to be sparks
from engines

A special from Montrose Cob says
The forest fire southeast of town about
25 miles has now reached large pro
portions and can plainly be seen from
town The range between Hairpin
mesa and Saw Tooth mountain is near
ly devastated

NO RAIN IN SIGHT I

The weather man can offer no hope
for those on the western slope whose
hopes and crops are threatened by the
forest fires There are no Indications
whatever of rain and this seems to be
the only element able to stay the
flames fury-

Throughout Eagle county high winds
have prevailed givIng a fresh impetus
to the forest fires that are devastat-
ing the timber domain In conse
quence new territory is being devoured
The blaze is rapidly extending along
the grand reserves of Girard mountain
west of Homestake creek and from
present appearances will sweep the
country to Bear mountain at Minturn

Back of Minturn to the heads of Wil
low and Two Elk the country is devas-
tated little remaining to feed the
flames From Hoosier mountain the
wind has driyen1 the fire to the edge of
Gypsum creek The settlers of Upper
Gypsum Gannon Collins and others
are fighting despately to save their
homes and stop its passage across into
the magnificent forests of West Brush
If it gets into Brush the finest body
of Unibei in the state Is gone No loss
of life has been reported but several
people have lost their homes and their
crops

All the game is leaving the country
escaping the smoke and heat of the
blazing woods-

Dispatches received here say that the
Wheyleys peak between Nprth and
Middle park is now a mass of flames
and it Is greatly feared that they will
extend to both of those beautiful camp-
Ing grounds

The fire has already cut a swath 35
miles long from the Grand rIver al
most to Dillon in Summit county The
width is as yet unknown Kremmling-
In Grand county has had a narrow
escape and the danger Is not YElt en
tirely over

The fires in the vjclnity of Ouray are
not as bad as for several days previous
but the smouldering embersmay be
fanned Into an awful conflagration by
the slightest wind

The fire around Aspen is working
down the mountaInsIde ted town

although it Is not burning with the
force it has been

At Gunnlson Crested Butte Wol
cott and Glenwood Springs the fires are
still raging

No estimate of the damage to timber
and ranches can be given but it will
unquestIonrbly run far into the thou
sands of dollars

On the south sIde of the Rio Grande
from Minturn to Glenwood the rail
road men report a steady blaze of fire
plainly visible from the smaller val-
leys Many ranches have been aban
doned

QUENCHED BY RAIN

Pane Ills Sept 30Sixtyeight
members of battery B Galesburg ar
rived here this afternoon with Spring
field rifles sIde arms and two gatling
guns Captain C C Craig commander
inchief A flat car behind the engine
held both gatling guns fully manned
ready to fire in case of attack The
sheriff displayed his star but was nUt
allowed to board the train

Last night was a terrorizing one for
the people of Pana Twothirds of the
residences were unoccupied Each
house occupied contained a group of
families In some cases all the resi-
dents of an entire block spent the dark
hours in one home armed terrorized
and awaiting attacks expected to be
made on their homes by the negroes
imported from Alabama

All night the striking union miners
reinforced by brother miners from
other towns armed with shotguns and
rifles paraded the streets or lay in
ambush on housetops and in alleys
awaiting the coming of the blacks from
Springslde and Pennwell stockades
who had announced an intention to
march into the city and drive out the
whites But the deputy sheriffs were
successful in keeping the negroes with-
in the stockades

Today In response to Sheriff Coburns
urgent appeal battery B of Galesburg
and two companies of Hamiltons sons
of veterans were on the wr to Pan
They are by the governors ins truc-
tions to protect lives of citizens and
their property but under no considera-
tion to assist the mine owners in oper-

them to Tower hill to ship them back
to Washington Ind

train which was delayed but a few
moments Sheriff Cartrlght is said to
be on the way to Tower hill with a
posse to release the negroes A clash
beteen the miners and deputies is ex-

061 do not know what the instructions
given to our peace commissioners are
said Mr Hanna but so far as con-
cerns the negotiations which will be
Instituted in Paris tomorrow I can see
no other result than that Spain will
have to relinquish her sovereignty over
not only Luzon island but the entire
Philippine archipelago Spain has no
reason to expect to be able to retain
any portion of the group She went
into the war and lost and now ought
to b prepared to suffer the conse
quences which such a defeat implies
I regard the Philippines as lost to
Spain and that being a foregone con-
clusion in my opinion the problem
which next confronts us relates to the
form of government which we will give
the islands

When the Philippine question first
presented itself there was a strong
sentiment among conservative far-
seeing and thinking men in this coun-
try which favored the retention by the
United States of merely a naval base
and coaling base In the islandsthis
base presumably being Manila and the
bay contiguous thereto Since then
however this sentiment apparently
has undergone a very marked change
and it now appears that for the most
part these same men who at first be
lieved we should occupy Manila alone
are advocating the termination of
Spalns rule in the wnole group

PBLIGAT1ONS TO INSURGENTS
Aside from the tact that the gen

ral sentiment of the country seems to
be against returning any of the islands 1
tb Spain the United States is under
obligations to the insurgents to estab
lish a stable and enlightened form of
government throughout the entire ar-
chipelago When the war broke out
the Philippine island insurrectionists
became in a certain sense the allies of
the Amercans and it is therefore our
moral duty to see to it that they are
assured safe and civilized rule and
until the United States determines in
just what manner the Philippines ul-

timately shall be government we nec-
essarily will have to consider the Phil
ippines our wards

During this transitional period the
United States will be called upon to
exercise a primitiveor rather arb-
ltraryform of control over the islands
and continue it until congress finally
evolves a system of government In
other words it seems to me we will
have to maintaIn a temporary protec
torate over the archipelago and this
will be accomplished by means of the
army mid navy now in the Philippines
and Philippine waters What will be
the ultimate fate of the islands is of
course a problem of the future
Whether the Philippines will become an
independent nation or a colony of the
United States or whether a longtime
American protectorate will be estab
lished will be a subject for congress
to decIde

SPAIN IS HELPLESS
It Is well understood that Spain

must abide by the verdict of our peace
commissioners whatever that may
prove to be for she is in no fit con-
dition to renew the conflict which has
resulted so disastrously to her She
has no reason to expect that our com-
missioners will agree to any proposition
which contemplates the continuation of
Spanish control over any part or all
of the group I feel confident that we
will have no further trouble in an
armed way with Spain The only ob-

stacle with which we may have to con
tend is the opposition of the insur-
gents to our plans It is not at all cer-
tain of course that we will encounter
any such obstacles though it is as
suredly among the probabilities How
ever from what I have read of the
mission of Agoncillo the personal rep
resentative of guinaldo the insur-
gent chieftain we may find the Fillp
pines tractable and willing to accept
whatever form of government we will
finally decide upon so long as Spain
will have no hand in its administra-
tion

Regarding the reports which come j

from ParIs that one of Spains proposi-
tions to our commissioners will be that
the United States pay her 400000000
for the relinquishment of the Philip
pines Senator Hanna said signifi-
cantly

We art not paying money for or
buying territory which we now con
trol
