Eureka, Utah, Oct. 6—A terrible mc-

The Martha Weshington is located in
the Bilver City emd of the distriet and
thie deveiopment of the property s be-
ing pushed by the winking of an incling
shiaft which has roached the 400 foot
level, the waste being holsted to the
surface by means of a skip running
on a track, the employees ¢f the ming
uwinge the skip In descending and us-
cending in going to and coming from
their work.

Yesterday at noon Zeuckswert and
Peaman guve the signal to haist in
order to go to the surface for thelr
dinner, and it 14 believed that in thelr
hurry they carclessly threw the bell
rope over the front wheels of the skip,
At any rate. the skip tuined ovér when
within 1 feet from the collar of the
Ineline, throwing the men out and pre-
vipiiating them to the hottom, a dis-
tance of 0 feet, and when they wore
reachsd by the other employecs of the
