log to the addresses made during the
morning session and at the spirit of
humIlity which prevailed He was fUr-

thEr pleased that most of the remarks
were of a Dractlcal nature and per-
tained largely to the tilling of the soil
and he hoaed there were none pres
ent who did not appreciate the fact
that all material blessings came from
the earth either by tliilng ot the soil or
the working of tte mines

He believed that all the efforts of
the brethren should be devoted to the
building up of Zion until all the till
able soil should be under cultivation as
far east as the Missouri river

He spoke of the death of President
Woodruff and the apparent haste ob-
jected to by some to fiU the place left
vacant but he said it was deemed ad
visable to act quickly now much more
than it was in early times as a num-
ber of the apostles were getting old
and it was not unwise to fill the places
left vacant by those who had gone
beyond to join the departed Prophet
Joseph with those who remained

There is a difference he said in the
grief now felt for a departed president
and that which was felt in the early
history of the church a difference that
comes with a better understanding of
the blessings we enjoy

He then recited the history of the
church the departure of its members
from Missouri and the early experi
ences In this valley

Reverting to the time for the election
of a successor to a departed preslden
he said it had never been reduced to a
fixed rule no precedent has ever been
established md it never has been done
in the past except at such times as the
spirit to act has influenced all to so
act and this was particularly the case
in filling the recent vacancy the spirit
came upon them all and they acted ac
cording to its influence for what they
consIdered the best interest of the
church both spiritual and temporal

NEVER BE DISCOURAGED
Apostle HeberJ Grant the next

speaker began by saying that he re
joiced that he was able to again as-
semble wIth the brethren and that he
urgentlY wIshed he would be inspired
to say something for their good and
that he never had had any other de
sire when standing before a gathering
of Latterday Saints than to say some-
thing that would be of help to all He
endorsed with all his heart the re
marks of President Smith when he
said that the Saints should not become
discouraged but should rather make it
a set principle to die hard and they
would then find that they would not
dIe at all

He was glad he said that he was
one of those men who never became
discouraged in the battles of this life
and that he hoped all would try to
cultivate a dIsposition never to stop
at obstacJes but rather to always hold
themselves as able to accomplish any
honorable purpose and to ever hold an
ambItion that is of an exalted order

He then followed with a long argu
ment upon the evidence in existence
that the mantle of Joseph Smith fell
upon Brigham Young and not upon the
leader of the Josephites citing the
prophecies of the Prophet Joseph Smith
relating to the difficulties the Saints
Would be beset wIth In too Rocky
mountalnsand their persecution by the
United States

Church of Jesus Christ of Latterday
Saints

His discourse consisted largely of
readings and quotations from the Book
of Mormon with illustrations of their
applIcation to the present work of the
Saints and a few remarks concerning
the election of President Lorenzo Snow
tothe presidency which he said took
place when no meeting was called for
that purpose but rather when the
apostles were meeting for other pur
poses anti the spirit of the father came
upon them and the successor to the late
President Woodruff was then elected

lIcan nominee

The sesson of the committee was a
warm one The RepublIcans and the
slIver Republicans of Cascade county
fused today At the state committee
meeting Hartman asked Mantle If he
approved of this Mantle said lie did
but claimed it was a local affair for
the Cascade people to settle

Hartman then produced the Towne

WashIngton Oct 7A significant
specIal session of the EpIscopal Tri
ennlal council was held today when the
house of bishops joined the house of
deputies in a joint meeting to receive
and do honor to a deputtlon from the
fsnglish church in canada This
blending of the churchs forces from
both sides of the border was regarded
lt5 In line with the recent AngloAmer
lean trend of events

At the last council a commIttee was
appointed to convey greetings to the
church in Canada and this committee
gave Its report the agreeable form of
presenting to the gathering today a
deputation representing the first
ithilrchmen of the DominIon It was
headed by his grace the Right Rev

rchbishop Lewis Archbishop OMara
and Judge Herbert McDonald Arch
bishop Lewis is the head of the church
In Canada riot only in authority but
also through 50 years of continuous
service

After the visiting delegates had been
escorted to the platform all the bishops
and delegates rising Bishop Doane ot
Albany the presiding officer of the
lOuse of bishops extended them an
loquent welcome He greeted them he
raid in the name of a common church

lone In England America and In
Canada As it was impossible he pro
ceeded for the waters of the St
lAwrence to create distinctions be
tween things ecclesastical in the
United States and things ecclesiastical
in Canada so too it isimpossible for
the waters of the Atlantic to create

istlnctions between these two great
churches Closer and closer the ties
have been drawn between people of
these two great nations and may we
not hope this churchthe same in
litany and in languagemay be the
link fastening more closely the natural
and racial instincts that are in our
hearts

TRAGEDY AT CARTON

ItIrs McKinleys Brother Shot Dead

By a Woman

SUSPECT UNDER ARREST

SAYS SAXTON THE MURDERED
MAN DECEIVED HER

Her Husband Had Sued Saxton For
Alienating His Wiles Affections
and SaxtonCompromised the Suit

Mrs George the Suspect Re
fuses to Talk and Is Locked Up

Canton 0 Oct 7George D Saxton-
a brother ot Mrs President McKinley
was shot dead at 610 this evening In
front of the resIdence of Mrs Eva B
Althouse widow of the late George Alt
house 319 Lincoln avenue where he is
presumed to have gone to make a call
Five shots were fired three of which
entered his body Mrs Anna C George
has been placed under arrest on sus
picon of the murder

Saxton was unconscious when neigh-
bors arrived and began investigating
the cause of the shooting and was
dead when the physicians and officers
arrived the physIcians having express-
ed the opInion that death was instan-
taneous three bullets having entered
vItal spots The position of the body
indicated that he had been on the step
of the Althouse residence when the
shots were fired

The body was taken to an under
taking room and placed in charge of
the coroner Immediately after the
autopsy It will be taken to the Iome of-
M C Barber a brotherinlaw where
Saxton who was unmarrIed made his
home

Mr Saxton left the Barber bornEabout e oclock riding his bIke and
this was the last seen of him by his
friends The Althouse home was dark
and locked and the neighbors said Mrs
Althouse had not been at home for the
past three days One of the neIghbors
said a woman s no was supposed to
have done the shooting had nassed
back of the house

Mrs George took her supper as usual
at a downtown restaurant at 445
oclock and some time later was on a
westbound car and according to the
motorman A Story got off at Hazlette
avenue near the Althouse home About
p oclock she was arrested by the no
lice officers and locked up Trouble In
locating her was due principally to the
fact that she moved from her old home
yesterday

Mrs George is the divorcedi wife of
Sample C George who formerly was a
tenant of Saton in his downtown busI
ness block conducting a dressmaking
business Her divorce was obtained In
Dakota and a proceeding later filed

courts by the husband against
Saton charged that Saxon had sent
her there to secure the the pro-
ceeding here beIng a suit for damages
for the alegedalenation of the Tifesbeence through
au the Inteni4ediate courts and was
passed upon by the state SUpreme cOUrt
on an interpleading and finally re
manded for hearing on its merits here

HUSBANDS CLAIM SETLED
Before this occurred and on Wed-

nesday a settlement was effected Sax
ton paying George 1825 on the claim
set up of 20000 for damages Mrs
George has also had casesseveragainst Saton claiming
of furniture the defense of Saxton be-
ing that the articles were held for over
due rent in the rooms

Mrs Althouse In front of whose
house the shooting occurred veralmonths ago began peace proceedingsagainst Mrs George aleginglife had been

For some time past Mrs George has
been living at No 1516 West Tuscara
was street about five brooks away from
where the shooting occurred Early in
the week she is said to have packed up
her household goods to have them
shipoed to hrr mothers home at Han

I overton Since her goods have been
gcne she has bEen living at the rooms
of Mrs Take Oberlin in the same
house She left the house at 9 oclock
this morning and did not return While-
the officers were talking to Mrs Ober
Un tonight Mrs George was seen com-
ing across a lot nearby As she at
tempted to go around the house to get
in the back way she was put under
arrest by the officers and brought to
police headquarters When Ihe was
broaght into the station she seemed to
be selfpossessed She was given a
chair and one of the officers took a
small cape which she carried and
placed it on the table
