An Unusual Accident Occurs In a
Butte Nines

William GlIlroney and William
Flynn two miners mployed in the Lit-
tle St Lawrence were terribly burned
late yesterday afternoon by an explo-
sion of burning ore tJD the 500foot
level of the mine says the Butte Inter
Mountain Both men are at the Sis
ters hospital and are in a serious con
dition and little hone ls entert ned
for their recovery-

Gilironey and Flynn were partners
and started to work yesterday after
noon on the S oclock shift About S

oclock they were sent to the 500foot
level to work and arriving there
found a fire in the drift The two men
immediately went to the station rang
for the cage and reported the discovery
of the fire

They returned to the level with no line
of hose and soon had a stream of water
playing on the flames The men had
scarcely turned water on when alow
rumbling sound came from the debris
followed the next moment by an ex-
jlosion The men we in the drift
near the station and Lile force Of the
explosion threw them back on the tae-
With great presence of mind Flynn as
sisted his partner to a safe position on
the cage and then gave the signal for
the surface JThe entire affair was only of a few
minutes duration but in that time
both men when they reached the sur-
face were literally parboiled from head
to foot On reaching the surface the
Sisters ambulance was summoned and
both men were removed to the hos
pital

When they arrived at the hospital it I

as found that Gillroney had sustained
the most serious injury HIS head
arms body and legs were frightfully
burned the only part of his body that
had escaied being his hips and feet

Flynn was also badly burned bout
the limbs by the hot steam and the
skin zeeled off his body in folds Gill
roney is a wIdower about l years of
age and resided with an infant child
at 227 Anaconda road Flynn is a single
man and resided in Duggan s boarding
house in Dublin gulch I

and after uniting himself with the
Mormon church he left England in
January ISH and came to America
arriving at St Louis in April After his
arrival in Nauvoo he met and married
Mrs Mary Blood and with her he
1aired through all of the trials and
hardships incident to the movement
from Nauvoo and later the trip across
the olains to Utah He came to Utah
In 1S49 resided near Salt Lake City a
Year and then in December 1850 he
moved to KaysYille and has ever since
made this place his home

Mr Wooep was in some respects a
remarkable man While in no sense
was he a public man still he has liber
ally assisted in the building up of the
town One characteristic was his indom
itable will and his determination to
overcome obstacles when it became
necessary to achieve a purpose This
was shown when In 1856 a call was
made for men and teams to go out andmet the stranded handcart company
who came neat perishing on the plains
Mr Wooley was one who went Before
reaching the wretched immigrants three

I feet of snow was encountered andprogress was well nigh impossible The
relief cOmpany gave up in despair and
turned back but Mr Wooley parted
company with theta and said he would
meet and save the immigrants or die in
the attempt He went forward and one
othez man Robert Wilson followed
him They reached the handcart trav-
elers and were struggling heroically to
beat a trail for them when a relief ex-
pedition found them Those who were
members of the handcart company will
remember the deceased for this act of
determination for it undoubtedly saved
their lives In many similar ways has
the deceased proven himself a true
man and a friend to those in need He
died respected by every citizen of
Kaysville and by many who now re
side elsewhere in the state who knew
him in early days

lie leaves three children two of
whom reside here Funeral services
are to be held tomorrow
