GROWTH OF THE NAVY.

Fifty-five Warships Are Under Con-
struction By the Government,

New York, Oct. 12.—A dispatch to the
Tribune from Washington says: The
remarkabie rapldity with which the na-
wal power of the United States Is belng
increased at the present time may be
realized when it is stated that b5 war
vessels are now under contract for the
government and that thelr aggregats
tonnage fRr excesds that of the vessels
building at one time during the clvil
war. Thiz vast construction pro-
gramme, which has excited more attsn-
tion mbroad than home, has been au-
thorized gradually by congress, until
the vessels soon to be completed will
place the United States third in ranik
among the sea powers. In addition 1o
the enormous flest, Including auxilis-
ries, nctunlly In commission at the pres-
ent time, 20 vessels are In  various
gtages of readiness, and the shipbuild-
ers are harviedly guthering the material
for @ others

Of the 556 ves=els, eight are first-class
heavily armored sea-golng battleships,
R are torpedo boats, Tour &re monitors
snd one is a powerful crulser.

Chief Constructor Hichborn has com-
pleted a tabulated statement, showing
the degres of completion of the 20 ves-
sels now nenrly ready for commission
or rapldly avprowching that condition,
from which it oppears that 17 of these
veszeis have already been launched,
and five others will ba nfloat before the
end of this yenar.
