the Title and Trust building at 100

Washingthn street With two more
removals planned for the near future
Chicago will have the best as it now
has the busiest telephone system inI
the world

The plan is to give practically every
telephoneuser in the business district
the automatic metallic circuit express
service previously applied to 800 sub
scribers wires Eventually there will
be three expressservice exchanges to
be known as Central at 100 Wash
ingWn street Harrison in the Man
hattan building on Dearborn street
south of Van Buren street and
Main in the telephone COmpanys

building at Washington and Franklin
streets

It is the changing of the network of
wIres from the companys building to
the new central exchange that has de-

layed service of late and complaints
I

have been numerous that the hello
girls were neglecting their duties But I

in the new exchange fifty blackgowned
young women are working with both
hands as well as with ears and voices
to catch up with the multitudes of calls
indicated by the constant sprkle of
tiny buttons of light There wili soon
be eighty of them

A S Hibbard general manager of
the company said

Chicago has 16300 subscribers while
New York has 25000 but the total calls
here are greater than there Our
average is forty caUs a telephone and
theirs is sixteen for business and resi
