THE UTAH JURY SYSTEM
r

The jury law and the changes made
in the jury sslem under the state con-

stitution have occasioned more or less
confusion in criminal cases since the
United States supreme courts ruling
on the matter some time ago

An attorney has just applied to the
supreme court for a writ of mandate
cmpelng Judge Hat who is tempo
ralj occupyingthe bench In the Third
judIcial district in Judge Norrelsplace to empanel a jury of twelve per
sons In the ors bribery case

The state constitution provide that
In courts of general jurisdicton ex

cept In capital cases a jury shan con
sist or eight juror It is this provision
which JUdge Hart is following in his
refusal to empanel a larger jury than
the law evidently contemplates
ly time schedule of the constitution

in which the problems of transition
were supposaly solved all offenses
committed against the laws of the ter-
ritory of Utah before the change from
a territorial to a state government and
which shall not have been prosecuted
before such change may be prosecuted
In the name and by the authority of
the state of Utah with like effect athough such change had not taken
place and all penalties Incurred shall
remain the same aif this constitu-
tion had not been adopted

This has been construed to meathat an alleged violator or a territorial
statute Is to be prosecuted by the stateaif no constitution had ben adopted

Judge Hit was obliged to choose be-
