voCation the Filipinor have shown
great forbearance and a strong dislike
to come to blows They do not want to
tIght and if the Americans only meet-
them half way all will so well There
Is much to he gained by a just states-
manlike settlement with the natives
while there will undoubtedly be great
losses through a tontinuapce of arbi
trary treatment The just aspirations
of the people ought to be taken into
onslderatlon and I believe they would
be if only the proper men are sent out
by the president to settle the question
of the future government of the islands
on the spot after proper dellberLtion
and very careful investigation Such a
commission would discover that the
Filipino leaders have been loyal to the
Americans I am informed that they
refused to consider the overtures of
Germany and France When Princeucuy visited Honskong he caused the
Filipino leaders there to visit hIm and-
informed them that he was empowered
to promise the natives full recognition
of their rnmUonal government if they
would cede to Germany as a quid pro
quo a small coaling station France
more recently adopted similar ad

k was We cannot settle anything with

you The Americans promised us inde-
pendence and we wIsh to wait arid see
what the AmerIcans will do for us

FILIPINO ASPIRATIONS

Present Insurgent Government Fa-
vors Independent Republic

New York Dee 29A dispatch to the
Herald from Manila says Admiral
Dewey considers It absolutely necessary
that a firstclass statesman be sent to
Manila to thoroughly investigate the
situation here and ascertain the as
pIrations of the FWpinos

He further states that the United
States must accept their responsibili-
ties in the Philippines which have been
acquired by conquest If they should
shirk this duty they would put them
seves back 200 years in the worlds his
tory

The first republican government has
remigned over the question of American
Intervention In the government ot time
Philippines Owners of property de-

sire American cooperation
The present temporary cabinet which

will exercise power pending the elec
tims is very antiAmerIcan It allows
of no American cooperation whatever
and wants to declare a free republic
and to consIder Americans as allies

It is willing to grant liberal commer
cial treaties wIth a monopoly of the
mines and railways and to repay the
expenses of the AmerIcan occupation
of Manila
