THE ZULU WITCHDOCTOR

He Still Has a Powerful Influence
Over the Minds of time Natives

London Mall
The Zulus who form the native popu-

latlon of the fair colony of Natal are
not making the rapid progress toward
civilization which the presence of the
white mans government state omclals
parliament colleges churches and
schools would lead one to expect writes
our Natal correspadeat under date
of Jan 14-

In Natal the rate of population isf-

ougteemm blacks to one white Yet
blacks and whites so far as outward
appearances go are on friendly terms
friendly always meaning that the black
is subservient to the whitealthough
now and again events transpire which
show the dangers ezistlng in Natal for
the whites priacipaiiy because of an-
tive superstition

Will it be believed that In this ad-
vanced British colony today witch dod
toes aboundmOn and women too
who exercise boundless Influence over
the natives Notwithstanding years of
missionary effort the untutored Zulu
believes that all the ills which befall
him or his country are the direct re
suits of an enemys machinations

To discover that enemy is the task
whlch the witchdoctor imposes upon
himself What follows gives a glimpse
of the Natal witchdoctor and his
ways

Two months ago on ul Saturday af-
ternoon a number of natives assembled
at a kraal in Alfred county on the east
coast of Natal not far from the borders
of Pondoiand A witchdoctor had ar-
rived at the kraal and whisper had
gone through the district that thiaman
was skillful in the making of hove
philters or the rnuti which thrown
upon a native girl isiU make her hove
the man who throws it-

Rinderpest hail devastated the native
herds even then the cattle were dying
daily So it came to be that the young
men who sighed for new love mull of
greater potency than the old and the
old men who wished to preserve their
cattle from time mysterious white
mans disease came together to in
yoke the aid of the witcimdoctor-

A woman had died in the icraal the
previous day hen it is not yet known
She had been sidle It was said and the
witchdoctor had treated her What
was said by the natives that Saturday
afternoon will never likely be known
But the Natal criminal courts have
elicited the one fact that after the
indaba the witcldoctor Umtanti by-

namean ugly skinny old mandeIty-
ered himself In thIt oracular fashion

I have already obtained the blood
and the fat of one who crouches over
the fire To complete the iiharm I-

wnnt the blood and the fat of a man
who walks out of his house erect

The behest of th witch doctor was
easily understood y time natives The
native it Is who crduches over the fire
and it is the white men who poscesa
houses which can be entered erect

A short dlstanc from tue kraat
where this gatherng of natives tools
place lived a Scotsan on hIs farm His
name was James Hay he was between
40 anti 50 years of agc he was unmnr
tied and he lived alone His dwelling
consisted of two huts one his bed-
room the other his hinlag room

The two nativef servants he kept
lived in the kafIh house some little
distance from Kays huts

On the night aftth the indaba with
the citch doctor according to the con
fesslons of the prisoners Kaywas ly
lag In bed readinq by the light of a
lamp when the witch doctor arrived at
the huts Umtantl was accompanied
by a pupil of his Is time craft of witch
doctoring a younger man than himself
named Usabalwent and by at least two
young ladicim

The door of Kas hut was open to
admit the soft Natgl air and the first
intimation the victnt had of hIs mur-
derers presence tilt an nssegal strUt
lag Into one of his arms aimed at him
through the open diIorway Kay leaped
from best to be confronted by the witch-
doctor and his cunCsclerates

The three powerfully built young na-
tives joined slmultkneously with Urn
tantt in the attack anti soon Kay was
pinned to the floor and a second as-
slegat plunged deep in his side The
four men thea carded Kay same little
distance from the ihut and the wlth
doctors pupil with an assegal cut his
throat front ear to ear

Umtanti was now heft alone with ime
dead body intertt on his incantations
and on his mutt gathering Shortly
afterward he wms seen dancing around
the dead mans dwelling wearing long
ostrich feathers in his hair snorting
furiously anti brandishing lilt assegais

Whei the body was discovered a few
hears afterward by the Natal police It
was found that the murdered mans
threat had been cut away The inapeo
lion of a wallet beioaging to tImewitch

doctor rcaealed a grisly mass of coag
ulated blood fleth and herbspart of
the hidus mutl

Four haUv are now waiting their
trial Ire the Alfred coUnty jail on the
charge of murdering Kay and two have
confessed the terrible details

Investigat1om have brought to lIght
the sensational fact that in the tribe to
which the witch doctor belongs a child
not long ago disappeared anti left no
trace and more recently still the
bones of man were found in the bush
The man it was that bad been mur-
dered and the flesh cut and even
scraped from the bones

Not far off a woman was found by a
footpath dead with ears and nose cut-
off and her body otherwise mutihated

Natal has been greatly perturbed over
the murder of Kay anti the subsequent
revelations and special legislation to
deal with this aspect of the native
question will be introduced in the corn-
ing session of parliament
