Considerable interest was aroused yes
terday afternoon by the appearance of
the first horseless carriage upon the
Salt Lake streets Tile zuachinci Is
known as the Winton Motor carriage
and kvas manufactured by the Winton
Carriage works at Cleveland O It was
brought to the city by the Salt Lake
Hardware company upon the order of
Mr George E Airis a son of the well
known mining man

The body of the carriage resembles
many of the family vehicles seen upon
the streets and differs from them In
appearance by beinfi without a tongue
and bJ having heavy bicycle wheels
with the pneumatic rubber tires The
machinery that drives the automobile
is entirely hidden from view by the box
back of the seat and consIsts of a gas-
oline engine for motive pOwer which

I drives a shaft placed near the center of
the carrIage From this shaft spiock

et chain connects with the back asle of
the carriage causing it to revolve

The machinery is under perfect con
trol of the operator from the seat by
the means of levers one of which is
used to go ahead and the other to re
verse the engine The speed Is regulat-
ed by levers at the bottom of the car

I rlage which ar pressed by the foot
Those wo wish to follow the lead of

Mr Airis and invest in automobiles
I may be interested to know the price
which is 1500 laid down in this city
This figure is remarkably low for a
horseless carriage the Columbia car
riage costing from 2000 up

I After the engine was tried at the
hardware warehouse Mr Airis and a
frIend ventured out upon the street
find took a spin over Main State and
West Temple streets to the great de-
lIght of the small boy who was out in
numbers to follow them down the
street This is the first but will doubt-
less not be the last
