Wlmatever may he said In extenuation
of time punishment meted out to brutes
like Hose there is no reason why In
timidation should he used upon other
negroes or mob methods pursued in the
treatment of other offenses There Is
no punishment on tIme statute books
severe enoull for time nameless crime
for which so many negroes are mobbed
but the courts should not he isnoled
and time laws should not he treated with
contempt

Bud Cook had a right to advise ne
groes to pay no attention to time no-

tices pinned to their doors He was
not advising them to commit a crime
or do any act ot violence lie merely
told them for all time dispatch shows to
time contrary to go about their bui
ness and not to leave their homes
Clmastizing him for this was an out-
rage U
