your calm serious and earnest and
favorable consideration a partial re ¬

port of the work performed during the
year just expired together with such
suggestions and recommendations that
limited experience in administering the
affairs of this union have suggested to
my mind as being worthy of your
careful consideration and immediate at ¬

tention After a year has elapsed we
meet in convention today with a mem-
bership

that fully vindicates the actonof the conference held in this
year ago which definitely and abs-
olute

demonstrated the necessity of
of this union the action

of the Salt Lake conference has been
generally endorsed and accepted by
every active man in the labor move-
ment

in the west as being a prudential
and beneficial move to the working
people of the Rockies it Is the means of
getting the laboring and Industrial
classes of the west in closer touch with
each other Establishing a quicker and

I better system of communication be ¬

tween the labor organizations of the
west this has the tendency to create
cultivate and develop a more friendly
relation in the future and create a
deeper and sympathy among the
toilers of the western country and es¬ I

tablish a more perfect and thorough or-
ganization

¬

of the laboring and indus ¬

trial people of the wests interests
The marvelous and almost universal

success of the cooperative societies of j

Great Britain and other countries points-
out the probable way It should at
least lead to an investigation of this
method of organization as a means for
the emancipation of labor It is neither

I necessary at this time nor advisable-
to enter into a detailed account of these
associations and their successes and
failures There is scarcely a branch of
industry they have not entered in
Great Britain These societies have
grown to a membership representing
oneseventh of the British population-
with wholesale and retail stores in
nearly every large city with a bank of
their own with 16000000 of deposits-
and doing a business of 200000000 a
year with large manufacturing estab-
lishments

¬

at home and ships on every
sea The story of their establishment
their failures and successes reads like a
romance They have become captains-
of industry indeed One example will
sufiicp At one point they have a boot
and shoe facto y a clothingi factory a
corset factory a buildersI association a
store an 1 a farm in addition tD mak-
ing

¬

a success of these they pay full
union wages with 5 per cent hones

Of late years In the United States we
have read and seen much in the fed ¬

eral courts about government by In ¬

junction so very much indeed that we
do not feel that it is necessary to dwelon the subject at great length

First let us inquire what is a in ¬

junction in law Websters Dictionary
defines injunction law a writ or pro ¬

cess granted by a court of equity and
in some cases under statutes by a
court of law whereby a party is re ¬

quired to do or to refrain from doing
certain acts according to the exigency
of the writ Bouviers Law Dictionary
vol 1 page 634 injunction remedies
chancery practice says An injunc ¬

tion is a prohibitory writ specially
prayed for by a bill in which the plain-
tiffs

¬

title is set forth restraining a
person from committing or doing an
act other than criminal acts which
appear to be against equity and con-
science

¬

Of late years the judges of the
federal courts have made much law on
the subject of injunction To be brief
under our system of laws this writ is
nearly always supposed to be invoked in
an equity suit where facts sufficient to
show the judge that the petitioners

have no adequate or speedy remedy at I

late years this writ has been
most shamefully abused by the federal
courts Railroads mine and millown ¬

ers sue out this writ against their em-
ployees

¬

on the slightest occasion until
it has grown into an abuse which cries-
to heaven for correction We believe
that al wCrldn men will agree with me
in What is the remedy How
can we apply the corrective I will
tell you In our form of government-
all of those federal judges come down-
to us and do not come up from the
people They labor to show contempt-
for the masses and try to court favor
with the plutocrat of the United
States a gross abuse of this
ancient writ of injunction those fed ¬

eral judges pollute the law of injunc-
tion

¬

and always side with the employ-
ers

¬

against the working men and womeof this nation The peaceful remedy is
to amend the constitution and make all
federal judges electable by the people

done at the meeting It was
merely work of organization-

the convention will be time location of
the miners home and resolutionsI con-
cerning

the difficulties at Wardner
President Boyce said last night that

the organization had 43000 In the fund
for the home At this time no decision
had been reached as to the city which
would be chosen There is considerable
rivalry among delegates to have i lo¬

cated In their respective towns
We have decided upon a location

But above the violent talk indulged-
in by men who speak their feelings
in strong language was the calm voice
of President Boyce of the federation
He does not counsel harsh measures
he does not believe in resistance to the
federal government because it would
not only be wrong but absurd How ¬

ever he is not at all worried by the
position that has been assumed by the
authorities for he considers the in ¬

jurious effects to miners of much less
consequence than is believed by the
public

Mr Boyce came here on Sunday from
Boise City to preside over the conven ¬

tion and he will be the guide to the
miners In their deliberations He does
not look nor act the wild agitator that
he has been described at various times
He seems to be a very levelheaded-
calm man who generally thinks twice
before he speaks

They cannot operate mines without
union labor said he last night That-
is a sufficient answer to the position of
General Merriam and Attorney General
Hayes They cannot find enough min-
ers

¬

to do the work of the Coeur
dAlene district outside of the federa ¬

tion They may get scabs and laborers
and try to make miners of them but
the effort will not be successful for it
wont pay Mining requires skilled la-
bor

¬

It has always been the history-
of the Industry that where men who
dont understand the work were em
ployel it cost more in the end than to
pay union wages As mineowners are
after money they ultimately get the
work which are in fact the cheap ¬

estthat is work by union men
Trouble at Wardner-

The whole trouble up there origin ¬

ates over the Last Chance and the
Bunker Hill and Sullivan mines neither-
of which has been worked by union
men and I undertake to say that
union men are not responsible for the
blowing up of the Bunker HI mill
Men in the Last Chance workingfor S3 and 350 per day and
came dissatisfied The owners prom ¬

ised to pay all underground men 350
on July 15 In the Bunker Hill about
onethird of the men were earning 3
per day and the other twothirds 250
When they learned of the promises of
the Last Chance owners they too de-
manded

¬

350 but they got no satisfac ¬

tion and the troubles commenced The
union men had sympathy for them and
some aided them That is the situa-
tion

¬

The public believes that all men
in the Bunker Hill and Last Chance
mines were union men it blamesSIIthem for blowing up the whereas-
as a mate of fact the whole trouble
come nonunion men

Many of the miners here believe that
the mill was blown up at the instiga ¬

tion of the mineowners In order to gain
sympathy and to destroy the union
Again President Boyce was conserva ¬

tive when he spoke of this
Possibly it is the case said he but

I should not like to say so without
sufficient evidence Such things have
been done before and these owners
hate the union But until I have more
evidence I should hesitate to make the
charge

Mineowners Bluff
The mineowners are simply making-

a bluff when they promised Attorney
General Hayes at Spokane yesterday-
that they wouldnt employ union men
in the Coeur dAlene district said
David C Coates editor of the Pueblo

Colo Courier the official organ of the
federation They will promise any-
thing

¬

to get the aid of the military
authorities

I believe that those owners caused-
all the damage themselves said Dele-
gate

Bell of Boise I believe that they
blew up the mmor rather hired men
to do ItIn order to get the sympathy-
of the country and to have soldiers
sent in to destroy the miners union
Its outrageous that such things should-
be done But they will find that they
cannot successfully operate the mines
without union labor
