GERMAN REICHSTAG REPORTS A

HOSTBILL

If Adopted Will Have the Effect of
Killing the Industry Govern ¬

ment May Not Sanction It

Berlin May SI is authoritatively
stated that the committee of the reich-
stag to which was referred the meat
inspection bill which was substantially
agreed upon by the imperial cabinet
and the United States ambassador here
Mr Andrew D White has reprteagainst the measure and in
bill so hostile to the American interests
that the government will probably re ¬

fuse to sanction it
The most unforT inate circumstance

as regards American interests in the
mater of the meat inspection bill was

that there were Insistent
declarations in the United States that
embalmed and poisonous meats had
ben supplied to the troops in Cuba
Representatives of the German land ¬

owning interests loudly declared that
if the Americans sent poisonous meats-
to their own soldiers they would cer-
tainly

send It to the Germans
A bad result is that the bill as re ¬

ported back provides for examination-
and inspection of American meats Im-
possible

to enforce without utterly
destroying American trade with Ger ¬
many The bill as rodele by tIle
reichstag committee proposes to
exclude from importation hams hard
and soft sausage and chopped meats
and prescribed that fresh meats must
come in whole carcasses or continuous
parts The United States embassy anti I
the German government still hope that
the better counsels will prevail when
the hilt comes up for discussion in the
open reichstag on its second reading
though the chances for the enactment-
of the government measure are very
slim
