that over $2,000.000 has been expended,
while the total yiedd has been less than
ten tons of ore. In Alabama, North Car-
olina, Virginia, and In Utah, tin bearing
rock has besn found, but the United
States & not In any sense a tn pro-
ducing country.

For twelve centuries the mines of
Cornwall constituted the only souree
of this metal In 1240 it was found in
Bohemla. But the tin used In the plate
| mills of this country cgmes from the
| fouth Paclilc mines.
