New York July SThe Heralds
correspondent at Ottawa has Inter
viewed Sir Charles Tupper leader of
the opposition and Senator David
Mills minister of Justice on the Alas
ka boundary questioml Senator Mills
went to great length to show that the
Canadian contention was supported
not only by American precedents but
by the language of the treaty

The settlement of the tluestion he
said In accordance with our conten-
tion Is a matter of great importance
to Canada because It glos us easy and
Inexpensive Ingress own tern
tory whdreas if the United States
wins It will bt a great detriment to
us and of little benefit to them I re
call a boundary dispute between the
United States and Great Britain which
the American authorities contended
their views ought to pravall because
the contention was If groat advantage
to them because being seriously In
jurious to Emgland

After detaIling the Canadian con
tentioa that the line vas to follow the
winding of the coast and cross time
mouths of Inlets and estuaries from
headland to headland tvithout follow-
ing the smnuosities of these arms of
the sea Senator Ul made this state-
ment

arbitrate or to compromise except on
condltions Impossible to us Is shown
In the treaty of ISIS By the seventh
artIcle of that treaty the vessels of

hen Joseph Chamberlain Lord
Sackville and myself were appointed in
lIST to negotiate with the United States
for the settlement of matters affecting
Canada ire were charged with the
settlement of the Alaskan boundary in
conjunction with a commission con
sistlng of Senator Bayard Judge Put
mlam and Professor Angello Mr Baby
ard took the ground that we had not
sufficient information and must get
more as to the topography of the coun-
try before sve could submit It to settle-
ment so the question was postponed
and tlae discussion went on This sub-
ject llas acquired additional importance
owing to the discovery of gold in the
Canadian Yukon territory

What Canada Asks
All that Canada asksall that she

has ever askedIs that if the United
States alld Great Bnitalit are not agreed
upon the meaning of the treaty provid-
ing for the delimitation of the bound-
ary the matter should be dealt with as
all matters of a similar character are
dealt with by the appointment of act
international commission to settle the
question just as the boundary between
Venezuela and British Guiana Is being
settled today In Paris Canada nro
posed In the commission that In refer
once to such a beard of experts the
reference should be in such express
terms as the Venezuelan matter was
presented and accepted by Great Bnit
ala

The United States refused the terms
proposed by Canada and Great Britain
and decided that it would agree to a
commission of three on each sidewith
out any umpire at all unless the urn
pine be selected from South America
Tile United States also stIpulated that
It would not have arbitration at all Un-

less it W5 previously agreed that in-

case the arbitrators found that In the
exIstIng settlement Skagwny and Dyea
were in British or Canadian territory
it shotmid be agreed that the United
States should retain them

I have arrived at tile conclusion that
as under existing regulations these
avenues to the Canadian Yukon are in
the posssion of the United States
and that as from th04 last step it Is cvid-

emmt the United States has no conS
dence In the result of an arbitrament
that country has determined that there
shall he no settlement of the question
and that it shall enjoy th t position that
the absence of time demarkatlon of the
boundary gives it the right to monopo-
lizo communication with the Yukon
where at least 61 per cent of the miners
are Americans and which it is in a
positIon to secure for coast cities

The United States lass dgterrnined
that there shall be no settlement of the
question until It ceases to be Important
by the exhaustion of th5 gold fields of
the Canadian Yukon and recognizing
the difficulties that lay In the way of-

an ultimatum on the part of Great
Britain such as would undoubtedly be
resorted to in dealing with any other
country than the Unites States and
tIle consequent difficulty of obtaining a
solution by the demarkation of the
boundary line I have proposed a new
remedy

Tupper Presents a Plan
It Is not that there shall not be a

resort to war or any collision between
the United States and Great Britain
but that Canada shall protect her Un-

doubted rights and Interests by con-
structing a railroad from Kitimat In
British Columbia to Dawson City In
the same direction I recommend that
another actVshall be passed adopting
the minlng laws of the United States
to such an extent as will prevent any
but British subjects procuring minIng
leases or being able td carry on mining
in the Canadian Yukon These haws
should contain a clause whereby they
would only come Into operation by a
BritIsh proclamation by the governor

in council Of course all cx-
isting claims of Americans would be
respected and the laws would only take
effect its reference to matters arisIng
after the proclamatIon

ures to drive the United States to arbl-
tration the correspondent asked

No The United States could stIll
do as it pleased replied Sir Chares

but the effect of these tivo laws vuuId-
be to shots your country that no ad-
vantage could arise to them from no
fusing to have this boundary line as-
certalned and marked in the way that
all similar questions in the past have
been determined between nations It
would avoid any ccmfiict wIth the Unit

csnsequently greatly disappointed to

Past Acts Show Good Will

of Great Britain as tveih as Canada
toward the Umlited States nnd a desire
to have the two countries so close gee
graphically placed commercially poUt
icahhy and socially on the most cordial
footin

The party I represemat has always
shown this desire That was shown by
the treaty of 1S71 when Sir John Mc-
Donald was one of the high commls-
sioners for the settlement of the Ala
hama claims and questions affecting
Canada Again I recall the attempted
treaty of 1ISS when Joseph Chamber-
lain and I were commissioners That
treaty which was designed to settle
the Atlantic fisheries question was
unanimously signed and unanimobsly
ratified by the house of commons but
when sent by President Cleveland to-
th United States senate was rejected
by that body
