Wonderful Ice Cave.

The Big Brush creck cave or the "lce
cave” as It fs known to ithe moun-
tninesre, presented a wonderfully fack-
nating sight when visited by the writer
during the pressnt month. It has been
called the “ioe cave” from the fact that
a short distsnce in from its yawaing
black mouth, which s perhaps fary
feet wide and twenty fest high, is a
monster lelcle or tee column that s
pérhaps eight feet In dlameter and
reaches from the cefling to the flsor,
This Ice column, which is of a blulsh
color, has besn formed by the drinpine
of ‘water overhead anidl remalns at all
seasons and would perhaps remaln for-
ever were |t not for the rush of an
ocrasional fiood, which sweeps 11 awuy
and into the dépths bolow,

As one follows the courwe of the
cave, which l¢ads straight undir the
mouniain, assisted by the Jight of pine
torches, plilars of lee are séen stand- |
ing Uke grim sentinels here and there,
and great leleles hang pemdant from
the roof. By the flickering light #0 the
flaming torches. welrd shadows sesm
to chise each other in and out of the
Fdark nooks and craanies that abound.
Here'und there are listie pools of water
that oozes the rocks,
