SPORTING MAN TELLS HOW KB
WORKED THE GAME

Made Big Noney By Betting In
Round In Which He Was Knocked
Out

Two well known sporting men one a
pugilist of some fame and the other a
pugilistic manager who has been fa-
miliar with the Inside workings of every
big glove conteat In twentyfive years
saId last night that Fltzslmmons de-
liberately threw his fight with Jeffries

I and both of then who are now in Salt
Lake were so sure that It would be
done that tley put up money and

I won It
hI saw Fitzsimntons almost every

tiny before the fight and I was sure on
the day it came off that something was
going to happen said the manager lastnight When I spoke to Fitz he toldme to keep my mouth shut Of course
he didnt admit that there was a fakebut he spoke in a rather peculiar way
peculiar enough for me to get 111Jmoney up against him After the fight
I heard the matter talked about among
the few who were on the InsIde Fitz I

simmons backers and seconds They
almost admitted that Fits threw thefight

hI have seen a good many contests i

and I say that Fits was a winner up to
the eighth round Had I known noth I

ing of the affair I should have been
willing to put my money against Jeff
ries up to that round It looked as if
he was an easy winner He was leading at all times He set the pace and
handled Jeffries as If he had been a
lightweight

In the eighth he commenced to
I slow up and Jeffrles got in but he

I

dldnt go to pieces and it wasnt Jeff
ries fight at all iThen the eleventh
came Fitz was watching the mutual I

box up onthe wall Many persons saw
him glance toward it several times He
wa5 anxious to see how the betting on
tile rounds was because his money was
to be won on picking the round in
which the end was to come Just before
the knockout lIe seemed strong He
rushed Jeifries punching hint wIth
right and left in the fall

The big man was overcome for a
moment Then Fits threw down his
hands and deliberately waited a sec-
ond or two so that Jeffries could re-
cover and cross him which he did
landing on the jaw Fitz went out but
lie had 26GOO of tile purse and I be-
lieve ho had won three times that much
In the nnnlrnnm

He won on OOthe second lIne on the
I pool board which in some poolrooms
paid nearly 40 to 1 None of them paid
less than 10 to 1 It may be seen then
with 5000 or 6OO0 up a fortune could
be won

I believe that Fltzsimmons wife put
him up to the job He was practically
broke and she knew that money was
needed Slut has a great deal of influ
ence over him

The pugilist referred to said that he
was confident the fight had been fixed
and that Fitz lost deliberately

I suspected something before the
time said he and I Won though had
I thou ht it was a square fight I would
have put my money on Fitz It seemed
very strange to me that Harry Cor
betts poolroom In San Francisco just
a few hours before the fight showed
