find to Dr Doty the state health offi-
cer who made an investigation and
reported that the flesh seemed quite
fresh and appeared to have been in the
water Jut a short time

There was a cut about two inches
long over the right breast but this was
merely a llesh wound and Dr Doty
said it did not indicate the cause of
death The cuts in the neckwere jag¬

ged showing that the head had prob ¬

ably been hacked oft and the arms had
been cut oft close to the shoulders ina clumsy nannen

Gathered In By Pieces
The police were notified and took

charge of the find at once and re ¬

moved it to police headquarters whence
it was taken to the morgue for com ¬

parison with the parts of a womans
body already there

The parts of the body now missing
are the nead the arms the legs from
aXobe the knee down and the right
thigh

A name that looks like J J Neu
man and the laundry mark J J N
183 were discovered this morning on
one of the white skirts in a bundle of
clothing found in tbe basement of 219
West Fifteenth street This house is
next door to an alleyway in which
the piece ft the woman was
found The letters forming the name
are not distinct They are partly
washed out and a little blurred The
J J N of the laundry mark is dis

tinct however and is expected to lead
to the identificatiohj of its owner It
will then be easy to learn whether vor
not she was connected in any way with
the crime
