Officlals of the gov-
ernmint were peieoted from cducated
natives, 30 that the friars are sald to
have peactically owned Guam. Other
chitrges are mude agalnst the friars,
gl of which Influenced Captaln Leary
to the action.

Avcording to the advices recelved, the
natives ure pleased with the advent of
the Americans, and are delighted with
Captain Leary's administration. At the
fbme of the depioture from Cuam of
the steamer Nansan, which brought
this report to Manlla, the friars had
packted ‘uwp, b Is enld, and Captaln
Leary had transportation for
ihem.

A few days ago the navy departmant
ordered & battallon of marines to Ma-
nita, and it was sald in that conndction
that Captain Leary at Guam had desm-
od it advisable to strengthen his guard,
and that marines would be avillable at
Manila for Guasm if needed.
