I Just as the trusts limit production
I and control prIceS In their respective
r lines of trade and manufacture so do

the railroads and elevator men hold the
produce of the farms at theIr mercy
Attention was called yesterday the
manner itt which the farmers of north
er Utah are compelled to stand and
deliver half their crop to find a mar-
ketI for the othdr half

to lS9 there were short crops and
small prIces Thee conditions would
have made times hard even without the
closing of the mint of India to the
coinage of silver or the umplng of our
securities on the market by German
holders

This centralization of the power of
wealth is Ra las policy or government
Imperialism and Republicanism In his
opinion are one and the same He cares
nothing for the rIght or the AmerIcan
people and it isnt easy for him to
make us beleve that he Is going to

A near contemporary insists upon
comparing the purchase of LouIsiana
by Jefferson and the acquisition of
New Mexico and the Calfornla by
Polk with the effort to forcibly retain
the Philippines

France was obliged to dispose of
Louisiana and it was inimical to the
welfare ot this country to alo any
other natIon to purchase it Ieico
was obliged to pat with her north

wete territory owing to the inde
pedence of Texas and the fact that
her power in California had been des-
troyed by GeneraFremont and Com
moore Stockton Both acquisitions
were of boundary landssoU of our
own soil farms adjoining our own
farms climate like our own resources
conditions and opportunities with
which we were familiar environments
and influences congenial to the inttut-
10ns of our nton and the disposition
of the American people

Jefferson purchased from France a
virally necessary outlet to the sea per
