in a speech at u luncheon at Leicester
today said that ever since the great
split in the lIberal party he had found

r himself a mark for the slanders and
mlsrepre1ientalons from the baser sort
of polltlclllllS but that he had found
compensation in the enerous apprecla
tion of the maJority of the country-
men

Continuing AIr Chamberlain said he
was deeply gratified that the foreign re-

lations o Great Britain were so satis
factory and asserted that the country
owed a debt of gflititude to Lord Sails
bury for the grdat improvement in

I Great Britalnl position It was es
pecialiy gratifying he said to note the

I friendly relations existing between the
ngloSaxon branches saying that the

understanding between the United
States and Great Britain was indeed a
guaranty of ths peace of the world
This statement was greeted with cheers

It was of the utmost Importance Mr
Chamberlain further remarked that
Great BrItain should not remain Isolat
ed in Europe and her natural alliance
was with the great German empire
They had had difficulties with Ger
many but their Interests and senti-
ments were the same and an under
standing between the Tettonlc and An
gloSaxon races might do more than
my combination of armies to preserve
the peace of the world The world he
asserted was not governed entirely by
Interest Sentiment was one of the
greatest factors

rssues a Warning
Re rr1ng to tli attacks ot the for-

Press Mr ehamberlain siid these

4 newspapers had not even spared the
1I most sacred plrs9n of the queen This
J continued the speaker provoked natu-

ral Indignation which may have ser
Ious eonsequeneS If our neighbors do
not mend their ways

An outburst of cheering greeted this
threat Of the colonial secretary It was
a matter for congratulation Mr Cham-
berlaIn asserted that the worst of
these disgraeeful attacks did not ap
pear in the German papersI Dealing with the attitude of foreign
nations Mr Chamberlain said

I rejoice and i Is perhaps natural
for I have taken a personal interest in
the matter in the friendly feflng
which I hope Isnow permanent between
the two great branches of the Anglo

1 Saxon race I have as many friends In
thp United States almost as many as I
have here and I car conceive of no
greater disasters to the two countries
than to find themselves hostile to each
other Yet I remember when I first
visited America my surprise and as
tdnlshment at the evidence given me by
both statesmen and politicians and in
articles In the press of constant sus
pIcion of the objects of Great Britain
constant doubts as to her integrity and
a general unfavorable estimate of our
prospects arid character

New Columbus Wanted

to set out from America discover the

Great Britain would see with satisfac-
tion any harm that might befall them

I It appeared to me most useless to
I contradict these mistaken opinions But

what the asservatlons of statesmenr
could not do was done by the sympathy I

PaJlled our own transactions when Eng-
land engaged in a war of justice against
oppression a war in favor of civiliza-
tloni and good government

prineiples1 The assurance that was
given thezp jn tht course Qf the Spanish I

war will I believe never be iorootten
and has placed our relaticms in in ad
mlrable position The union the alll
an tt if you ple3S the understanding
btween these two natiol1s Is indeed a
guarantee of the peace of the world

Triple Alliance Favored
utthere Is something more which

I think any farseeing EngliSh statesroan inist have long desired that we
should not remain permanently Isolat
cii from the continent of Europe and

if I thini It must he appeared evident
to everybody that the natural alliance
js between ourselves and the German
empire We have had our differences
quarrels and contentions but they havelhpen about petty matters Those
difficulties have been gradually re-

1oea until now I cannot conceive thatany point can arise in the Immediate
future which can bring ourselves andGefmany Into antagonism of interests

On tho contrary I can foresee many
things in the future which must cause
anxiety to the statesmen of Europe but
in vhieh our Interest< are clearly the
same as Gernmnya and IIi which theunderstanding of which I have spoken
In The case of AmerIca might if ex-
tended to Germany do more perrlls
than any combination of arms to pro
serve the peace of the world

A new triple alliance between the
Teutonic race and the great branches
of the AngloSaxons would said tile
colonial secretary be n potent influence
in the future of the world

TJie speaker explained that lie used
the word alliance but It mattered lit
tie whether they had an alliance com
nuCtcd to paper or an understanding
wliTch existed in the minds of thestatesmen of the representative coun-

Mr Bryan accompanied by Governor-
s Sayers exGovernor Hogg and At-

torney General Smith left this after
noon for Waco where Mr Bryan will-
speak tomorrow hey wejit via
Elgin d small junction of some 5000
inhnbIdints ow inlles to the south
of thIs City to make the Waco con
necUon Arriing at Elgin th party
was reeehed by almost the entire
population eJf the town and a perfect
ovation was rendered them

The crowd demanded some speech-
making Mr Bryan was the first to
respond to the clamor and addressed
his hearers for some ten or fifteen min-
utes He reviewed the past war brlely
and asserted that the public did nOL
want or would they tolerate the sad-
dling ofa large standing army on this
natton

He spoke cheerfully of the campaign
or isoo He assured his hearers that
he was in Texas to recuperate and
prepare himself for the coming cam
paign and announced that the Demo-
crats of the country would find him
as loyal to the 16 to 1 theory as ever
and that it would llave precedence
over everything else it he would have
his say

Upon the conclusion of his address
exGovernor Hogg spoke brieflY along
the same lines Governor Sayers fol-
lowed in a like manner and the cur
prlse was sprung on the crowd lh At
torney General Smith lie extolled Mr
Bryan as a Teat leader and assured
the audience that he would be elected

JOY AT XI1IBERLEY

People Cheered at Close Proximity
of the Retiring Forces

Kimberley Nov 24 by way of Klok
fontein Nov 27There were a few
rifle shots early today from the direc
tion of Wrights farm but this was
regarded as merely one of the numer
ous Boer tricks to draw our men out
by inducing us to believe that the re-
lieving forces ue drawing near

This aft rnoon the Boers blew up
two large culverts near the rifle butts
On the railway line toward Spytfop-
teln

The news of the proximity of the
relieving forces greatly cheered the
garrIson and the Inhabitants A few
Boers were seen today but it is be-
lieved that the enemy is in only small
bands around Kimberley lots of fifty
or so the greater part having gone to
Spytfonteln where firing is believed
to have been heard about noun

From KaIir sources comes a report
that there arc two largo Boer laagers
at Ollfants dam with 150 wagons for
water supply The Boers have cut the
existing dam three miles distant al
lowing the water to run down toward
their langers into an old dry dam on
the farm This is believed to be the
Free State base of operations on the
western boarder

The official estimate places the num
ber ot Boer shells fired during the bom-
bardment of Klmberle at about 1000
and ours tt no fewer than 600 As the
enemys Shells so frequenl hit soft
sandy ground the explosive effect Is
greatly neutralized All our wounded
are In a very satisfactory condition

An armored train proceeded towani-
Drontleld to reconnoitre but this Irn
mediate roused the enemys cordite
gun and the train returned after the
fifth shell had bean fired The Boera
are now firing on the reservoir fort
from Wilbieton I

NO NEWS FROM THE FRONT

Firing Mac Been Heard In the Di
rection of Ladysmith
